Description/Analysis

Issue: The applicant is requesting a Variance to increase the number of
attached and detached signs for a pet hospital as allowed in the Shopping
Center (SC) zone. Also proposed is revising a Plan Review project condition to
allow the maximum monument sign height to increase from 12 to 18 feet.

The Planning Commission, on March 12, 2009, approved the project comprising
a Variance to increase the number of attached and detached monument signs,
and a Plan Review Major Modification of a detached signage height restriction
condition but the height approved was 12 feet rather than the requested 18 feet.
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The appllcant agrees-with the Plannlng Commrsswn s approval of the variance to
increase the number of attached and detached signs but.does not agree with the o

reduced height for the monument sign and is appealing the height restriction
.condltlon of the Plan Revrew Major Modification. .

~Monument signs were condrtloned in the prewously approved Freeport
Marketplace project (Resolution 2007-845) Plan Review not to exceed 8 feet in
height. The apphcant proposes to increase the primary facility identification
monument.sign’s height to 18 feet which requires a Major Modification to the
~ Plan Review per Section 17.220. 50 of the Zoning Code. This requestis
* consistent with the City Sign Code, which allows detached signage in the
Shopplng Center (SC) zone to be constructed to a height of 35 feet.

The appllcant s reasons for fl|ll‘lg the appeal are as foIIows

1. Mueller Pet Hosprtal has a 20’ sign at their current |ocat|on on the Freeport
. Boulevard frontage road, north of the new site.

‘2. Their new location is also on Freeport Boulevard but is south of Meadowvrew
'Road, thus in a less visible location. They will continue to provide Emergency,
Veterinary Services in the new location, as they have for over 20 years. The
applicant is very concerned about the hospital’s visibility to cllents desiring -
" their emergency services, especially late at night or early morning.

. 3. They are set-back off Freeport, further reducing their visibility.

.- 4. There will not be any future businesses south of the hospital on Freeport.
- The Antioch Baptist Church is planning.an athletlc field adjacent to and south
of the hospital site.
- 5. The proposed monument S|gn is desrgned to reduce extraneous evenlng
~ light.
6. Other businesses in the region, mcludnng the McDonaId s, the Shell Servrce
Station, and the Home Depot across Meadowview Road, have signage

The Freeport Marketplace, of which the Mueller Pet. Medlcal Center special permlt is a
part, was approved by the City Council on November 20, 2007 (P03-018, Resolution .
2007-845). The project included the subdivision of the approximately 6.1 acre property
into four parcels, with each parcel containing a different commercial use. Approved
uses for the site are a veterinary clinic, a drugstore with drive-through service, a quick-
service restaurant also with drive- through service, and a retail bundmg shell.

- While the Freeport Marketplace was subdmded into four parcels under the ownershlp

- of four parties, it was designed asa cohesive retail center. ‘Subsequent to the 2007

- approval a Plan Review Minor Modification was approved which combined the quick

. service restaurant site and the retail building shell site into one parcel to allow for the
development of the parcel with a single retail. operator (Z08- 114) The Freeport

Marketplace is now being developed to include the Mueller Pet Medical_Clinic, a Fresh

- and Easy neighborhood market and an as yet un-named drugstore. The current

application will ensure proper and adequate signage to serve these three tenants

The current pro;ect request is for a Variance to mcrease the number of attached and
. detached signs for a pet hospital as allowed in the Shopping Center (SC) zone. Also

proposed is revising a Plan Review project condition to allow the maX|mum monument

sign height to increase from 12 to 18 feet.

The applicant proposes to exceed the number of allowed detached signs by one with a
four foot tall monument sign which requires approval of a variance per Section
15.148.1010 of the Sign Code. The proposed additional monument sign provides'
identification signage for the Fresh and Easy neighborhood market. The aggregate
~'sign area of both monument signs equals 91-square feet Wwhich is W|th|n the allowable
sign area of 220 square feet.
