Description/Analysis

Issue: SCS Engineers has been selected through a Request for Qualifications
(RFQ) process to provide landfill general engineering technical support services
for the 28th Street Landfill, Old Elvas Landfill, and Dellar Landfill. City staff
conducts the majority of the regulatory monitoring and reporting, and operations
and maintenance of these post closure facilities. Specialized services through
contracted expert services are necessary to comply with various state and
federal regulatory requirements, and to provide expert support to City staff on an
as needed basis.
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Policy Considerations: Approval of this agreement will support the City
Council's goals for sustainable and clean neighborhoods

Environmental Considerations:

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA): The services covered by this
agreement support ongoing administrative and maintenance activities that do not
constitute a "project" so that no CEQA review is required to approve the
agreement (CEQA Guidelines § 15378(b)(2)).

Sustainability Considerations Approval of the General Engineering
Agreement between the City of Sacramento and SCS Engineering will contribute
to the, protection of the ground water in the immediate vicinity and the American
River.

Rationale for Recommendation: Approval of this agreement will provide the general
engineering support needed to meet the regulatory requirements for the post closure
maintenance of the 28th Street Landfill and Old Elvas Landfill, and to implement the
closure plan for the Dellar Landfill.

Financial Considerations: There is sufficient funding in the Solid Waste Operating
Budget (14001171) for Fiscal Year (FY) 2009/10 to award and execute this professional
services agreement with SCS Engineers for the first year of the agreement in an
amount not to exceed $121,750. The project includes services for the approximately
two year period of July 2009 through July 2011. Funding for FY2010/11 in the amount
of $111,750 is contingent upon City Council approval of the FY2010/11 budget.

Emerging Small Business Development (ESBD): SCS Engineers is a not a City certified
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Emerging Business Enterprise.

BACKGROUND

The City of Sacramento's 28th Street Landfill has been closed since 1997 and is complying
with the post closure maintenance requirements of the State of California and Federal
government. The 28th Street Landfill is a closed landfill, with a methane gas collection
system and two flares. The methane gas collection system is currently operated by a
private contractor who sells the methane gas to Blue Diamond Growers Association. The
methane gas sold to Blue Diamond Growers Association is on a demand basis, and
methane gas not needed by Blue Diamond is disposed of via the flares.

The Old Elvas Landfill was operated as a green waste fill site in the past. The City
completed the installation of a methane gas collection system and is currently operating the
system. The site is currently occupied by the sports field of St. Francis High School and
includes a portion of the play field of Phoebe' Hearst Elementary School.

City staff conducts monthly monitoring of all ground water wells and methane gas probes,
and summer maintenance at the 28th Street Landfill to address settlement of the landfill.
City staff provides for compliance with all regulatory agency requirements, including
Regional Water Board Waste Discharge Requirements (28'h Street Landfill), California
Integrated Waste Management Board's regulatory post closure requirements, Air Quality
District regulatory requirements, and Sacramento County's Environmental Management
Department-Local Enforcement Agency requirements

The Dellar Landfill is a landfill located directly west of the 28th Street Landfill. It was used
to dispose of municipal solid waste by the City from the late 1950s to the early 1960s. It
continued to receive waste until 1972. The City is named co-responsible party in a
Corrective Action Order issued by the Regional Water Quality Control Board for the closure
and post closure maintenance of the landfill. The closure plan is to grade to drain, to be
completed in the summer of 2010.

Expert support is utilized to meet the above requirements, including specific tasks
requiring specialty services not available through City staff, and on-call services as
needed to support maintenance and regulatory compliance activities.

SCS Engineers was selected for landfill general engineering technical support services
for fiscal year 2009/2010 through July 2011 through a Request for Qualifications (RFQ)
process issued on March 26, 2009. Four firms submitted statements of qualifications
and an evaluation panel consisting of City staff selected SCS Engineers as the best
firm to provide the requested services.

The Professional Services Agreement includes conducting flare source tests and
surface emissions monitorin9at the 28th Street Landfill, providing on-call engineering
and O&M services for the 28 h Street Landfill and Old Elvas Quarry Landfill, and
selected regulatory and engineering support for the Dellar Landfill property.

APPROVAL OF PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH SCS ENGINEERS
FOR LANDFILL GENERAL ENGINEERING TECHNICAL SUPPORT SERVICES

BACKGROUND

A. City staff conducts regulatory monitoring and reporting, and operations and
maintenance activities for the 28th Street Landfill and Old Elvas Landfill. The City
will be implementing the closure plan for the Dellar Landfill. Expert support is used
to conduct specific monitoring and other specialized tasks, as well as on-call
services to support City staff.

B. The City issued a Request for Qualifications for landfill general engineering
technical support services for July 2009 through July 2011, and SCS Engineers
was selected to provide these services.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The City Manager is authorized to sign a Professional Services Agreement
with SCS Engineers for landfill general engineering technical support services
for the 28th Street Landfill, Dellar Landfill, and Old Elvas Landfill in an amount
not to exceed $233,500 for the two year period.
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
