AUTHORIZING USE OF COOPERATIVE PURCHASING AGREEMENT FOR A MICROSOFT
ENTERPRISE AGREEMENT

BACKGROUND

A. The City's enterprise agreement with Microsoft is due to expire in April 2010. The City
has an on-going requirement to continue the Microsoft enterprise licenses in order to
continue to receive software assurance and maintenance benefits at a significant
pricing discount rate.

B. City staff is recommending use of the County of Riverside Microsoft State and Local
Enterprise Agreement ("Microsoft Enterprise Agreement") to procure the necessary
Microsoft enterprise licenses.

C. Sacramento City Code section 2.56.240 authorizes, where advantageous to the City,
the use of cooperative purchasing agreements through other governmental
jurisdictions or public agencies for the purchase of supplies or nonprofessional
services without separate competitive bidding. It is advantageous for the City to use
the County of Riverside Microsoft Enterprise Agreement because the City leverages
the procurement efforts of this agreement that represent over 230,000 desktops from
over 350 enrollments from government agencies. In addition, it reduces redundant
internal procurement efforts and saves staff resources

D. City staff is also recommending migration of the City's email messaging system from
Novell GroupWise to Microsoft Exchange. This change would expand the capabilities
of the email system that would result in better citywide application integration and
synchronization with other hardware devices. The same Microsoft Enterprise
Agreement would be utilized to purchase the Microsoft Exchange email solution.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Staff is directed to implement the migration of the City's email messaging
system from Novell GroupWise to Microsoft Exchange.

Section 2. The use of the County of Riverside cooperative purchasing agreement is
approved for the purchase of Microsoft enterprise software licensing and
technical support services for the City's personal computers and enterprise
email messaging system from CompuCom, Inc.
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Section 3. The City Manager, or the City Manager's designee, is authorized to issue the
necessary purchase orders for the purchase of Microsoft software licensing and
technical support from CompuCom Inc. for a total amount not to exceed
$3,000,000 over a 5-year period.
