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Title: Cooperative Purchasing Agreement: Police Helicopter Engine Maintenance
Location: Citywide

Issue: The Sacramento Police Department (SPD) is requesting to increase the
purchasing authority under the cooperative purchasing agreement (SERIAL 12054-C)
between the Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office and Aeromaritime America, Inc. for the
provision of M250 turbine engine maintenance, repair and overhaul services in SPD’s
helicopters.

Recommendation: Pass a Motion authorizing the City Manager, or the City Manager’s
designee, to increase the purchase authority of the cooperative purchasing agreement
(SERIAL 12054-C) for the provision of M250 turbine engine maintenance, repair and
overhaul services by $250,000, for a total-not-to-exceed amount of $500,000.

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Description/Analysis

Issue Detail: In 2012, City Council approved Resolution 2012-418
authorizing the use of a cooperative purchasing agreement between the
Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office and Aeromaritime America, Inc. (SERIAL
12054-C) for a total not-to-exceed amount of $250,000 through September
30, 2015. The Sacramento Police Department (SPD) is requesting an
additional increase in purchasing authority of $250,000, for a total not-to-
exceed amount of $500,000 to continue the necessary maintenance, repair,
and overhaul services of the M250 turbine engines in the SPD helicopters.

Aeromaritime is a Rolls-Royce Authorized Maintenance Repair and Overhaul
Center (AMROC), headquartered in Mesa, Arizona, and has performed several
M250 turbine engine repairs and overhauls for the SPD since 2006. It is
critical for the safe and efficient operation of the helicopters that the M250
turbine engines are serviced according to the schedule recommended by
Rolls-Royce.

Policy Considerations: The recommendations contained in this report are
consistent with: 1) Sacramento City Code (SCC) 3.56.290 and Administrative
Policy (AP) 4101 which require City Council approval to issue contract
supplements that increase the contract amount by $100,000 or more; and 2)
SCC 3.56.240 and AP 4101, which allows the City Manager to purchase
supplies or nonprofessional services through legal contracts of other
governmental jurisdictions or public agencies, as approved by City Council,
without separate competitive bidding by the City.

Economic Impact: None.
Environmental Considerations: Not applicable.

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA): This proposal does
not constitute a “project” and is therefore exempt from the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) according to CEQA Guidelines
Sections 15061(b)(3) and 15378(a).

Sustainability Considerations: Not applicable.
Commission/Committee Action: Not applicable.

Rationale for Recommendation: It is in the City’s best interest to continue
use of SERIAL 12054-C with Aeromaritime for the Rolls-Royce M250 turbine
engine maintenance, repair and overhaul services for the SPD helicopters. It
is crucial the helicopter turbine engines be maintained under the schedule set
forth by the manufacturer, so as to minimize aircraft downtime.
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Financial Considerations: There is sufficient funding in SPD’s Justice
Assistance Grants (JAG) and the Citizen’s Option for Public Safety (COPS)
grant to continue these services. There will be no impact on the City’s
General Fund.
