Rationale for Recommendation: The maintenance and repair of elevators, escalators,
and lifts is critical to maintaining the safety, reliability, and quality of services in City
buildings, as well as meeting Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards. This
equipment must also remain in compliance with State of California mandates for
maintenance, safety, and repairs. Services to be performed under this contract include:

e Maintenance and repair of all control systems
e Maintenance and repair of heavy duty door operators and door protection devices
e Maintenance and repair of hoistway cables

e Complete preventive maintenance service repairs and functional maintenance

On October 30, 2013, the Department of General Services, in accordance with City Code
Section 3.60, issued Invitation for Bid (IFB) No. B14131521003 for citywide elevator,
escalator, and lift repair and maintenance services. Three bids were received and Kone,
Inc. was determined to be the lowest responsive and responsible bidder. The results of
IFB No. B14131521003 are provided in the following table:

Financial Considerations: The recommended contract amount of $940,479 is an
amount that is estimated to cover all elevator, escalator, and lift repair and maintenance
services citywide for the next five years. An initial three-year contract term is
recommended instead of a one-year contract term with two annual renewal options to

obtain better pricing. Vendors are generally more willing to offer lower pricing when a
longer-term contract is offered.

The Department of General Services is responsible for elevator, escalator, and lift repair
and maintenance services in multi-tenant facilities. Funding for this work is provided by
the General Services operating budget (General Fund, Fund 1001). Sufficient funding is
available in this budget for FY2013/14 to purchase these services through June 30,
2014. Purchases made after June 30, 2014, are subject to funding availability in the
adopted budget for the applicable fiscal year. The departments occupying single-tenant
facilities where this work may be needed are responsible for funding this work from their
operating budgets.

The previous contract awarded by City Council on October 28, 2008 (Resolution No.
2008-694) for these services was for an annual amount of $174,760. The estimated
annual expenditure amounts for the recommended contract are provided in the following
table. The amounts for the fourth and fifth years include a three percent increase to
allow for inflation as noted in the contract.

Emerging Small Business Development (ESBD): During the bid process for the
existing contract, only one local emerging/small business enterprise (ESBE) responded.
In anticipation of a similar response for the current bid process, and to ensure the best
bid response possible, DGS staff worked with the Economic Development Department to
waive the 20 percent ESBE requirement based on the fact that: 1) the City could incur
significantly higher costs if limiting the bidding to ESBE firms when there are so few; and
2) larger companies with national offices and in-house engineering support and factory
training are most qualified to perform work on the proprietary circuit boards and
software used in elevators, escalators, and lifts manufactured by Kone, Thyssen-Krupp,
Otis, and Schindler manufacturing companies. Kone, Inc. is not certified as an
emerging/small business firm.

B. Performance of ESBE Subconfractors and Suppliers: The ESBEs listed by the
Contractor shall perform the work and supply the materials, equipment, and
supplies for which they are listed unless the Contractor has received prior written

material, equipment, or supplies from other sources. Reasons for requesting such
authorization would include:

1. The listed ESBE fails to execute a written contract based upon the general
terms, conditions, plans, and specifications for the project.

3. The listed ESBE subcontractor fails to meet the bond requirements of the
Contractor.

4. The work performed or the materials/equipment/supplies provided by the

listed ESBE are unsatisfactory or are not in accordance with the plans and
specifications, or the listed ESBE fails to perform its contractual obligations.

5. It would be in the best interest of the City.

C. Subcontractor Substitution: No substitution of an ESBE subcontractor shall be
made at any time without compliance with the Subletting and Subcontracting Fair
Practices Act. If an ESBE subcontractor is unable to perform successfully and is to
be replaced, the Contractor shall make reasonable efforts to replace the original
ESBE subcontractor with another certified ESBE subcontractor. The new ESBE
subcontractor must be certified at the time of substitution.

D. Reporting and Utilization Reguirements and Sanctions: Failure o provide specific
information, records, reports, certifications, or any other documents required for
compliance with these specifications, or failure to utilize one or more ESBEs in
substantial compliance with the ESBE utilization indicated in the Contractor's bid
(unless otherwise authorized by City as provided herein, or when such failure
results from changes to the work approved by the City), shall be considered a
breach of the contract, and a deduction may be made from the contract amount.
The deduction shall be not more than ten (10) percent of the value of the work or
materials/equipment/supplies that the subject ESBE(s) were listed to
perform/provide in the Contractor's bid, and shall be deducted from any payment
due to the Contractor.

D. Contractor: The sole proprietorship, parinership, limited liability company,
corporation, or any other business entity entering into a contract with the City of
Sacramento.

E. Subcontractor: The sole proprietorship, partnership, limited liability company,
corporation, or other business entity entering into a contract with the prime
contractor to perform a portion of the work.

F. Supplier: The sole proprietorship, partnership, limited liability company,
corporation, or other business entity entering into a contract with the prime
contractor to provide materials, equipment, or supplies necessary for performance
of the work.

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REQUIREMENTS OF THE NON-DISCRIMINATION IN EMPLOYEE BENEFITS CODE
INTRODUCTION

The Sacramento Non-Discrimination In Employee Benefits Code (the “Ordinance”}, codified as
Sacramente City Code Chapter 3.54, prohibits City contracters from discriminating in the
provision of employee benefits between employees with spouses and employees with domestic
partners, and between the spouses and domestic partners of employees.

APPLICATION

The provisions of the Ordinance apply to any contract or agreement (as defined below), between
a Contractor and the City of Sacramento, in an amount exceeding $100,000.00. The Crdinance
applies to that portion of a contractor's operations that occur: (i) within the City of Sacramento;
(it) on real property outside the City of Sacramento if the property is owned by the City or if the
City has a right to occupy the property; or (iii) at any location where a significant amount of work
related to a City contract is being performed.

The Ordinance does not apply: to subconfractors or subcontracts of any Contractor or
contractors;, to transactions entered info pursuant to cooperative purchasing agreements
approved by the Sacramento City Council; to legal contracts of other governmental jurisdictions
or public agencies without separate competitive bidding by the City; where the requirements of
the ordinance will violate or are inconsistent with the terms or conditions of a grant, subvention or
agreement with a public agency or the instructions of an authorized representative of any such
agency with respect to any such grant, subvention or agreement; to permits for excavation or
street construction; or to agreements for the use of City right-of-way where a contracting utility
has the power of eminent domain.

DEFINITIONS
As set forth in the Ordinance, the following definitions apply:

“‘Contract” means an agreement for public works or improvements to be performed, or for goods
or services to be purchased or grants to be provided, at the expense of the City or to be paid out
of moneys deposited in the treasury or out of the trust money under the control or collected by the
City. “Contract’ also means a written agreement for the exclusive use ("exclusive use” means the
right to use or oceupy real property to the exclusion of others, other than the right reserved by the
fee owner) or occupancy of real property for a term exceeding 29 days in any calendar year,
whether by singular or cumulative instrument, (i} for the operation or use by others of real
property owned or cantrofled by the City for the operation of a business, social, or other
establishment or organization, including leases, concessions, franchises and easements, or {ii)
for the City's use or occupancy of real property owned by others, including leases, concessions,
franchises and easements.

“Contract” shall not include: a revocable at-will use or encroachment permit for the use of or
encroachment on City property regardless of the ultimate duration of such permit; excavation,
street construction or street use permits; agreements for the use of City right-of-way where a
contracting utility has the power of eminent domain; or agreements governing the use of City
property that constitute a public forum for activities that are primarily for the purpose of espousing
or advocating causes or ideas and that are generally protected by the First Amendment to the
United States Constitution or that are primarily recreational in nature.

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“Contractor” means any person or persons, firm partnership or corporation, company, or
combination thereof, that enters into a Contract with the City. “Contractar” does not include a
public entity.

‘Domestic Partner” means any person who has a currently registered domestic partnership with a
governmental entity pursuant to state or local law authorizing the registration.

‘Employee Benefits” means bereavement leave; disability, life, and other types of insurance;
family medical leave; health benefits; membership or membership discounts; moving expenses:
pension and retirement benefits; vacation; travel benefits; and any other benefit given to
employees. "Employee benefits” shall not include benefits to the extent that the application of the
requirements of this chapter to such benefits may be preempted by federal or state.

CONTRACTOR’S OBLIGATION TO PROVIDE THE CITY WITH DOCUMENTATICON
AND INFORMATION

Contractor shali provide the City with documentation and information verifying its compliance with
the requirements of the Crdinance within ten (10) days of receipt of a request from the City.
Contractors shall keep accurate payroll records, showing, for each City Contract, the employee’s
name, address, Social Security number, work classification, straight time pay rate, overtime pay
rate, overtime hours worked, status and exemptions, and benefits for each day and pay period
that the employee works on the City Contract. Each request for payroll records shall be
accompanied by an affidavit to be completed and returned by the Contractor, as stated, attesting
that the information contained in the payroll records is true and correct, and that the Contractor
has complied with the requirements of the Ordinance. A violation of the Ordinance or
noncompliance with the requirements of the Ordinance shall constitute a breach of contract.

EMPLOYER COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATE AND NOTICE REQUIREMENTS

(a) All contractors seeking a Confract subject to the Ordinance shali submit a completed
Declaration of Compliance Form (attachment "A"), signed by an authorized representative, with
each proposal, bid or application. The Declaration of Compliance shall be made a part of the
executed contract, and will be made available for public inspection and copying during regular
business hours.

(b} The Contractor shall give each existing employee working directing on a City contract, and (at
the time of hire), each new employee, a copy of the nofification provided as attachment “B.”

(c) Contractor shall post, in a place visible to all employees, a copy of the notice provided as
attachment “C.”

Payment for each job or task shall be authorized by job/task arder as provided in Section
4, above, and City shall have no responsibility or liability for any payment not authorized
by a City-issued job/task order. All payments shall be made in accordance with the
schedule and procedures set forth in the Contract Documents and subject to deductions,
withholdings and additions as specified in the Contract Documents.

Unit prices and hourly rates shall not exceed the amount(s) set forth in Contractor's
Proposal Form, provided that for each year the Contract term is extended, to account for
inflation, the unit prices and hourly rates set forth in Contractor's Proposal Form shall be
increased by an amount equal to three (3) percent or the percentage increase for the
previous 12 month period in the Consumer Price Index (CP!), San Francisco area,
whichever is less.

Subject to deductions, withholdings and additions as specified in the Confract
Documents, Contractor shall be paid the sum computed at such unit prices or hourly
rates, or computed at a different price if such different price is determined by City in
accordance with the Standard Specifications, based on the actual hours worked or
actuat amount of each such unit price item performed and/ or furnished and incorporated
in the Woaork,

PROGRESS PAYMENTS

Subject to the terms and conditions of the Contract, City shall cause payments to be made upon
demand of Contractor as follows:

On or about the first of the month, the Engineer shall present to the Contractor a
statement (in the format required by City) showing the amount of labor and materials
incorporated in the Work through the twentieth (20) calendar day of the preceding
month. For jobftask orders exceeding $25,000, after both Contractor and Engineer
approve the statement in writing, and the City's labor compliance officer provides written
approval, the City shall issue a certificate for ninety (90) percent of the amount it shall
find to be due, subject to any deductions or withholdings authorized or required under
the Contract or any applicable Laws or Regulations. For jobftask orders of $25,000 or
less, after both Contractor and Engineer approve the statement in writing, the City shall
issue a certificate for one hundred (100) percent of the amount it shall find to be due,
subject to any deductions or withholdings authorized or required under the Contract or
any applicable Laws or Regulations.

No inaccuracy or error in said monthly estimates shall operate to release Contractor
from damages arising from such Work or from enforcement of each and every provision
of the Contract Documents, and City shall have the right subsequently to correct any
error made in any estimate for payment.

Acceptance by Contractor of the final payment for a
jobftask order shall constitute a waiver of all claims against the City arising under the
Contract Documents, except for disputed claims in stated amounts that the Contractor
specifically reserves in writing, but only to the extent that the Contractor has complied
with all procedures and requirements applicable to the presentation and processing of
such claim{s) under the Contract Documents. Contractor shall be entitied fo substitute
securities for retention or to direct that payments of retention be made into escrow, as
provided in Public Contract Code Section 22300, upon execution of the City's Escrow
Agreement for Security Deposits in Lieu of Retention.

(E) The parties agree that, for purposes of the timely progress payment reguirements
specified in Public Contract Code Section 20104.50, the date that the City receives a
statement jointly approved as provided above shall be deemed to constitute the date that
City receives an undisputed and properly submitted payment request from the
Contractor. Progress payments not made within 30 days after this date may be subject
to payment of interest as provided in Public Contract Code Section 20104.50.

RETENTION OF SUMS CHARGED AGAINST CONTRACTOR

When, under the provisions of this Contract or any applicable Laws or Regulations, City is
authorized or required to withhold, deduct or charge any sum of money against Contractor, City
may deduct and retain the amount of such charge from the amount of the next succeeding
progress estimate(s), or from any other moneys due or that may become due Contractor from
City. If, on completion or termination of the Contract, sums due Contractor are insufficient fo
pay City's charges, City shall have the right to recover the balance from Contractor or its
Sureties.

COMMENCEMENT AND PROSECUTION OF WORK
Contractor shall commence the Work for a job or task as directed in the City-issued job/task

order and shall diligently prosecute the Work to final completion. The continuous prosecution of
Work by Contractor shall be subject only to Excusable Delays as defined in this Agreement.
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TIME OF COMPLETION
Project is for three calendar years with two one-year options.

If so specified in a City-issued job/task order, the Work required by the job/task order shall be
brought to completion in the manner provided for in the Contract Documents on or before the
date specified in the job/task order (hereinafter called the “Completion Date”) unless extensions
of time are granted in accordance with the Contract Documents.

Failure to complete such Work by the Completion Date and in the manner provided for in the
Contract Documents shall subject Contractor to liquidated damages as provided in this
Agreement. Time is and shall be of the essence in the performance of the Contract and the
Work.

PAYMENTS DO NOT IMPLY ACCEPTANCE OF WORK

The payment of any progress payment, or the acceptance thereof by Contractor, shall not
constitute acceptance of the Work or any portion thereof and shall in no way reduce the liability
of Contractor to replace unsatisfactory work or material, whether or not the unsatisfactory
character of such work or material was apparent or detected at the time such payment was
made.

ACCEPTANCE NOT RELEASE

Contractor shall correct immediately any defective or imperfect work or. matertals that may be_

discovered before final acceptance any Work, whether or not such defect or imperfection was
previously noticed or identified by the City. The inspection of the Work, or any part thereof, shall
not relieve Contractor of any of its obligations to perform satisfactory work as herein specified.

Failure or neglect on the part of City or any of its officers, employees or authorized agents to
discover, identify, condemn or reject defective or imperfect work or materials shall not be
construed to imply an acceptance of such work or materials, nor shall such failure or neglect be
construed as barring City from enforcing Contractor's warranty(ies) or otherwise recovering
damages or such a sum of money as may be required to repair or rebuild the defective or
imperfect work or materials whenever City may discover the same, subject only to any statutes
of limitation that may apply to any such claim.

CITY'S RIGHT TO TAKE POSSESSION OF THE WORK IN WHOLE OR IN PART

The City shall have the right at any time to enter upon the Work and perform work not covered
by this Contract, or to occupy and use a portion of the Work, prior to the date of acceptance of
the Work, without in any way relieving Contractor of any obligations under this Contract.

NO WAIVER OF REMEDIES
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Neither the inspection by City, its officers, employees or agents, nor any certificate or other
approval for the payment of money, nor any payment for, nor acceptance of the whole or any
part of the Work by City, nor any extensions of time, nor any position taken by City, its officers,
employees or its agents shall operate as a waiver of any provision of the Contract Documents
nor of any power herein reserved to City or any right to damages herein provided, nor shall any
waiver of any breach of this Agreement be held to be a waiver of any other or subsequent
breach. All remedies provided in the Contract Documents shall be taken and construed as
cumulative; in addition to each and every other remedy herein provided, the City shall have any
and ali equitable and legal remedies that it would in any case have.

WARRANTY

Except as otherwise expressly provided in the Contract Documents, and excepting only items of
routine maintenance, ordinary wear and tear and unusual abuse or neglect by City, Contractor
warrants and guarantees all Work executed and all supplies, materials and devices of
whatsoever nature incorporated in or attached to the Work, or otherwise provided as a part of
the Work pursuant to the Contract, to be absolutely free of all defecis of workmanship and
materials for a period of one year after City acceptance of the Work performed for the applicable
jobftask order. Contractor shall repair or replace all work or material, together with any other
work or material that may be displaced or damaged in so doing, that may prove defective in
workmanship or material within this one year warranty period without expense or charge of any
nature whatsoever to City.

In the event that Contractor shall fail to comply with the conditions of the foregoing warranty
within ten (10) days after being notified of the defect in writing, City shall have the right, but shall
not be obligated, to repair, or obtain the repair of, the defect and Contractor shall pay to City on

in the event that any defect in workmanship or material covered by the foregoing warranty
results in a condition that constitutes an immediate hazard fo public health or safety, or any
property interest, or any person, City shall have the right to immediately repair, or cause to be
repaired, such defect, and Contractor shall pay to City on demand all costs and expense of such
repair. The foregoing statement relating to hazards to health, safety or property shall be
deemed to include both temporary and permanent repairs that may be required as determined
in the sole discretion and judgment of City.

In addition to the above, the Contractor shall make a written assignment of all manufacturer's
and other product warranties to the City, prior to City acceptance of the Work performed for the
applicable job/task order.

The Contractor's Perfarmance Bond shall secure the performance of the Contractor's
obligations under this Section 14, and the Contractor and its Surety shall be jointly and severally
liable for these obligations.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES IF WORK NOT COMPLETED ON TIME

(A)  The actual fact of the occurrence of damages and the actual amount of the damages
that City would suffer if the Work specified in a job/task order were not completed by the
Completion Date specified therein are dependent upon many circumstances and
conditions that could prevail in various combinations, and for this reason, it is

impracticable and extremely difficult to fix the actual damages. Damages that City would
suffer in the event of such delay include: loss of the use of the project; expenses of
prolonged assignment to the project of an architectural and/or engineering staff;
prolonged costs of administration, inspection, and supervision; increased operational
expenses and/or impaired operation of other facilities dependent upon completion of the
project; and the loss and inconvenience suffered by the public within the City of
Sacramento by reason of the delay in the completion of the project or portion thereof.
Accordingly, the parties agree, and by execution of this Agreement, Contractor
acknowledges that it understands and agrees, that the amount(s) set forth herein as
liquidated damages reflect the parties’ best efforts at the time of entering into the
Contract to estimate the damages that may be incurred by City and the public due to the
Contractor's delay in completion of the Work specified in a jobftask order by the
Completion Date specified therein, and shall be presumed to be the amount of damages
sustained by the failure of Contractor to complete such Work within such time.

If a jobftask order specifies a Completion Date for the Work required by the job/task
order, Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to City for failure to complete such Work
by the Completion Date (as extended in accordance with the Contract Documents, if
applicable) in the amount of $450.00 for each calendar day after the Completion Date
{as extended in accordance with the Contract Documents, if applicable), continuing to
the time at which such Work is completed. Such amount is the actual cash value agreed
upon by the City and Contractor as the loss to City and the public resulting from
Contractor's default.

In the event Contractor shail become liable for liquidated damages, City, in addition to all
other remedies provided by law, shall have the right to withhold any and all payments
that otherwise would be or become due Caontractor until the liability of Contractor under

payments, in whole or in part, to reimburse City for all liquidated damages due or to
become due to City. Any remaining balance of such payments shall be paid to
Contractor only after discharge in full of all liability incurred by Contractor under this
section or otherwise under any provision of the Contract Documents or any applicable
Law or Regulation. If the sum so retained by City is not sufficient to discharge ali such
liabilities of Contractor, Contractor shall continue to remain liable to City until all such
liabilities are satisfied in full. No failure by City to withhold any payment as specified
above shall in any manner be construed to constitute a release of any such liabilities nor
a waiver of the City's right to withhold payment for such liabilities.

indirectly employed by any of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable,
whether or not (i) such Liabilities are caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder, or
(i) such Liabilities are litigated, settled or reduced to judgment; provided that the
foregoing indemnity does not apply to liability for damages for death or bodily injury to
persons, injury to property, or other loss, damage or expense to the extent arising from
(i) the sole negligence or willful misconduct of, or defects in design furnished by, City, its
agents, servants, or independent contractors who are directly responsible to City, or (ii)
the active negligence of City.

(B) The existence or acceptance by City of any of the insurance policies or coverages
described in this Agreement shall not affect or limit any of City’s rights under this Section
16, nor shall the limits of such insurance limit the liability of Contractor hereunder. The
provisions of this Section 16 shall survive any expiration or termination of the Contract.

CONTRACTOR SHALL ASSUME RISKS

Until the completion and final acceptance by City of all Work under this Contract, the Work shall
be under Contractor's responsible care and charge, and Contractor, at no cost to City, shall
rebuild, repair, restore and make good all injuries, damages, re-erections, and repairs
occasioned or rendered necessary by accidental causes of any nature, to all or any portions of
the Work.

GENERAL LIABILITY OF CONTRACTOR

liability of Contractor shall not be construed as a limitation or restriction of any general liability or
duty of Contractor, and any reference to any specific duty or liability shall be construed to be
solely for the purpose of explanation.

FAILURE TO MAINTAIN BONDS OR INSURANCE

If, at any time during the performance of this Contract, Contractor fails to maintain any item of
the bonds and/or insurance required under the Contract in full force and effect, Contractor shall
immediately suspend all work under the Contract and notify City in writing of such failure. After
such notice is provided, or if City discovers such failure and notifies Contractor, the City
thereafter may withhold all Contract payments due or that become due until notice is received
by City that such bonds and/or insurance have been restored in full force and effect and that the
premiums therefore have been paid for a period satisfactory to the Division of Risk
Management. Contractor shall not resume work until noftified by City to do so, and the City shall
have no responsibility or lability for any costs incurred by Contractor as a result of such
suspension of Work.
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In addition to the foregoing, any failure to maintain any item of the required bonds and/or
insurance at any time during the performance of this Contract will be sufficient cause for
termination of the Contract by City.

The Contractor shall be solely responsible for, and shall defend, indemnify and hold harmiess
the City, its officers, employees and agents against and from, any and all damages, claims,
losses, actions, costs or other expenses of any kind incurred by any party as a direct or indirect
result of any suspension of Work or termination of the Contract under the provisions of this
Section.

EXCUSABLE DELAYS

For the purpose of these Contract Documents, the term "Excusable Delay" shall mean, and is
limited to, delay caused directly by: acts of God; acts of a public enemy; fires; inclement weather
as determined by the Engineer; riots; insurrections; epidemics; guarantine restrictions; strikes;
lockouts; sit-downs; acts of a governmental agency; priorities or privileges established for the
manufacture, assemble, or allotment of materials necessary in the Work by order, decree or
otherwise of the United States or by any department, bureau, commission, committee, agent, or
administrator of any legally constituted public authority; changes in the Work ordered by City
insofar as they necessarily require additional time in which to complete the Work; the prevention
of Contractor from commencing or prosecuting the Work because of the acts of others,
excepting Contractor's subcontractors or suppliers; or the prevention of Contractor from
commencing or prosecuting the Work because of a Citywide failure of public utility service.

The term "Excusable Delay” shall specifically not include: (i} any delay that could have been
avoided by the exercise of care, prudence, foresight and diligence on the part.of Contractor; (i)
any delay in the prosecution of any part of the Work that does not constitute a Controlling
Operation, whether or not such delay is unavoidable; (jii) any reasonable delay resulting from
time required by City for review of any Contractor submittals and for the making of surveys,
measurements and inspection; and, (iv) any delay arising from an interruption in the prosecution
of the Work on account of reasonable interference by other Contractors employed by City that
does not necessarily prevent the completion of the entire Work within the time specified.
Excusable Delays, if any, shall operate only to extend the Completion Date specified in a
jobitask order (not in excess of the period of such delay as determined by City) and shall not
under any circumstances increase the amount City is required to pay Contractor except as
otherwise provided in these Contract Documents.

CONTRACTOR TO SERVE NOTICE OF DELAYS

Whenever Contractor foresees any delay in the prosecution of the Work, and in any event as
soon as possible (not to exceed a period of ten (10) calendar days) after the initial occurrence of
any delay that Contractor regards as or may later claim to be an Excusable Delay, the
Contractor shall notify the Engineer in writing of such delay and its cause, in order that the
Engineer: (i) may take immediate steps to prevent if possible the occurrence or continuance of
the delay; or (i) if this cannot be done, may determine whether the delay is to be considered
excusable, how long it continues, and to what extent the prosecution and completion of the
Work are delayed thereby. Said written notice shall constitute an application for an extension of
time only if the notice requests such an extension and sets forth the Contractor's estimate of the
additional time required together with a full description of the cause of the delay refied upon.
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After the completion of any part or whole of the Work, the Engineer, in estimating the amount
due Contractor, will assume that any and all delays that may have occurred in its prosecution
and completion were not Excusable Delays, except for such delays for which the Contractor has
provided timely written notice as required herein, and that the Engineer has found to be
excusable. Contractor shall not be entitled to claim Excusable Delay for any delay for which the
Contractor failed to provide such timely written notice.

EXTENSION OF TIME

If the Contractor complies with Section 22, above, and the Engineer finds a delay claimed by the
Contractor to be an Excusable Delay, if the applicable job/task order specifies a Completion
Date, the Contractor shall be allowed an extension of time to complete the Work that is
proportional to the period of Excusable Delay determined by the Engineer, subject to the
issuance by City of a revised job/task order granting such extension of the Completion Date.
During a duly authorized extension for an Excusable Delay, City shall not charge liquidated
damages against the Contractor for such delay.

If the City extends the time to complete the Work as provided herein, such extension shall in no
way reiease any warranty or guarantee given by Contractor pursuant to the provisions of the
Contract Documents, nor shall such extension of time relieve or release the sureties of the
Bonds provided pursuant to the Contract Documents. By executing such Bonds, the Sureties
shall be deemed to have expressly agreed to any such extension of time. The granting of any
extension of time as provided herein shali in no way cperate as a waiver on the part of City of its
rights under this Contract, excepting only extension of the Completion Date for such period of
Excusable Delay as may be determined by the Engineer and approved as provided herein.

NO PAYMENT FOR DELAYS

No damages or compensation of any kind shall be paid to Contractor or any subcontractor
because of delays in the progress of the Work whether or not such delays qualify for extension
of time under this Agreement; except that this provision shall not preclude the recovery of
damages for a delay caused by the City that is unreasonable under the circumstances and that
is not within the contemplation of the parties, provided that the Contractor timely submits all
such written notice(s) and fuily complies with such other procedures as may be specified in the
Coniract Documents or any Laws or Regulations for Contractor to claim damages for such
delay.

CHANGES IN THE WORK

Changes in the Work authorized or directed in accordance with the Contract Documents and
extensions of time of completion made necessary by reason thereof shall not in any way release
any warranty or guarantee given by Contractor pursuant to the provisions of the Contract
Documents, nor shall such changes in the Work relieve or release the Sureties on Bonds
provided pursuant to the Contract Documents. By executing such Bonds, the Sureties shali be
deemed to have expressly agreed to any such change in Work and to any extension of time
made by reason thereof.
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TERMINATION AFTER COMPLETION DATE

In addition to any other rights City may have, if any services or work required by a job/task order
are not completed as of the Completion Date specified in the job/task order, if any (as adjusted
by any extensions of time for Excusable Delays granted pursuant to the Contract Documents),
City may terminate the Contract at any time after the Completion Date (as adjusted by any
extensions of time for Excusable Delays granted pursuant to the Contract Documents), by
providing a written notice to Contractor specifying the date of termination. Such notice also may
specify conditions or requirements that Contractor must meet to avoid termination of the
Contract on such date. If Contractor fails to fulfill ail such conditions and requirements by such
termination date, or, if no such conditions or requirements are specified, Contractor shall cease
rendering services and performing work on such termination date, and shall not be entitled to
receive any compensation for services rendered or work performed after such termination date.
In the event of such termination, Contractor shall remain liable to City for liquidated damages
incurred for any period of time prior to the termination date.

In addition to any other charges, withholdings or deductions authorized under the Contract or
any Laws or Regulations, if City terminates the Contract pursuant to this section, City may
withhold and deduct from any payment and/or retention funds otherwise due Contractor any
sum necessary to pay the City's cost of completing or correcting, or contracting for the
completion or correction of, any services or work under the Contract that are not completed to
the satisfaction of the City or that otherwise are deficient or require correction as of such
termination date. Such costs shall include all of the City's direct and indirect costs incurred to
complete or correct such services or work, including the City's administrative and overhead
costs. [f the amount of payment(s) and/or retention funds otherwise due the Contractor are
insufficient to pay such costs, City shall have the right to recover the balance of such costs from
the Contractor and/or its Surety(ies).

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

Upon written notice to the Contractor, the City may at any time, without cause and without
prejudice to any other right or remedy of the City, elect to terminate the Contract for the
convenience of City. In such case, the Contractor shall be paid (without duplication of any
iterns, and after deduction and/or withholding of any amounts authorized to be deducted or
withheld by the Contract Documents or any Laws or Regulations):

{A) For Work executed pursuant to approved job/task order(s) in accordance with the
Contract Documents prior to the effective date of termination and determined to
be acceptable by the Engineer, including fair and reasonable sums for overhead
and profit on such Work;

(B) For reasonable expenses directly attributable to termination.

Contractor shall not be paid for any loss of anticipated profits or revenue for any Work not
performed prior to termination, nor for any economic loss arising out of or resulting from such
termination, except for the payments listed in this section. Contractor's warranty under Section
14 of this Agreement shail apply, and Contractor shall remain responsible for all obligations
related to such warranty, with respect to all portions of the Work performed prior to the effective
date of the termination for convenience pursuant to this section. The City shall be entitled to
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i

have any or all remaining Work performed by other contractors or by any other means at any
time after the effective date of a termination for convenience pursuant to this section.

TERMINATION FOR BREACH OF CONTRACT

If Contractor abandons the Work under this Contract, or if the Contract or any portion of the
Contract is sublet or assigned without the consent of the City, or if the Engineer determines in
the Engineer's sole discretion that the conditions of the Contract in respect to the rate of
progress of the Work are not being fulfiled or any part thereof is unnecessarily delayed, or if
Contractor violates or breaches, or fails to execute in good faith, any of the terms or conditions
of the Contract, or if Contractor refuses or fails to supply enough properly skilled labor or
materials or refuses or fails to make prompt payment to subcontractors for material or labor, or if
Contractor disregards any Laws or Regulations or proper instruction or orders of the Engineer,
then, notwithstanding any provision to the contrary herein, the City may give Contractor and its
Surety(ies) written notification to immediately correct the situation or the Contract shall be
terminated.

In the event that such notice is given, and, in the event such situation is not corrected, or
arrangements for correction satisfactory to the City are not made, within ten (10) calendar days
from the date of such notice or within such other period of time as may be specified by the City
in the notice, the Contract shall upon the expiration of said period cease and terminate. In the
event of any such termination, City may take over the Work and prosecute the Work to
completion, or otherwise, and the Contractor and its Sureties shall be liable to City for any cost
occasioned City thereby, as hereinafter set forth.

In the event City completes the Work, or causes the Work to be completed, no payment of any

kind shall be made to Contractor until the Work is complete. The cost of completing the Work,

including but not limited to, extra costs of project administration and management incurred by
City, either direct or indirect, shall be deducted from any sum then due, or that becomes due, to
Contractor from City. If sums due to Contractor from City are less than the cost of completing
the Work, Contractor and its Sureties shall pay City a sum equal to this difference on demand.
in the event City completes the Work, and there is a sum remaining due to Contractor after City
deducts the costs of completing the Work, then City shall pay such sum to Contractor. The
Contractor and Contractor's Sureties shall be jointly and severally liable for all obligations
imposed on Contractor hereunder.

No act by City before the Work is finally accepted, including, but not limited to, exercise of other
rights under the Contract, actions at law or in equity, extensions of time, payments,
assessments of liquidated damages, occupation or acceptance of any part of the Work, waiver
of any prior breach of the Contract or failure to take action pursuant to this section upon the
happening of any prior default or breach of Contractor, shall be construed to be a waiver or
estoppel of the City's right to act pursuant to this Section upon any subsequent event,
occurrence or failure by Contractor to fulfill the terms and conditions of the Contract. The rights
of City to terminate the Contract pursuant to this Section and pursuant to Sections 26 and 27
are cumulative and are in addition to ali other rights of City pursuant to the Contract and at law
or in equity.

CONTRACTOR BANKRUPT
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If Contractor should commence any bankruptcy proceeding, or if Contractor is adjudged a
bankrupt, or if Contractor makes any assignment for the benefit of creditors, or if a receiver is
appointed on account of Contractor's insoivency, then the City may, without prejudice to any
other right or remedy, terminate the Contract and complete the work by giving notice as
provided in Section 28 above.

SURETIES’ OBLIGATIONS UPON TERMINATION
If the City terminates the Contract pursuant to Section 28 or Section 29 above:

(A)  The Surety under Contractor's performance bond shall be fully responsible for all
of the Contractor's remaining obligations of performance under the Contract as if
the Surety were a party to the Contract, including without limitation Contractor's
obligations, as provided in the Contract Documents, to complete and provide a
one-year warranty of the entire Work, pay liquidated damages and indemnify,
defend and hold harmless City, up to the full amount of the performance bond.

{B) The Surety under Contractor's payment bond shall be fully responsible for the
performance of all of the Contractor's remaining payment obligations for work,
services, equipment or materials performed or provided in connection with the
Work or any portion thereof, up to the full amount of the payment bond.

ACCOUNTING RECORDS OF CONTRACTOR

During performance of the Contract and for a period of three (3) years after completing the
entire Work, Contractor shall maintain all accounting and financial. records. reiated o the
Contract and performance of the Work in accordance with generally accepted accounting
practices, and shall keep and make such records available for inspection and audit by
representatives of the City upon reasonable written notice.

USE TAX REQUIREMENTS

During the performance of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR, for itself, its assignees and
successors in interest, agrees as follows:

(A) Use Tax Direct Payment Permit. For all leases and purchases of materials,
equipment, supplies, or other tangible personal property used to perform the
Agreement and shipped from outside California, the Contractor and any
subcontractors leasing or purchasing such materials, equipment, supplies or
other tangible personal property shall obtain a Use Tax Direct Payment Permit
from the California State Board of Equalization (*SBE”") in accordance with the
applicable SBE criteria and requirements.

(B) Sellers Permit. For any construction contract and any construction subcontract
in the amount of $5,000,000 or more, Contractor and the subcontractor(s) shall
obtain sellers permits from the SBE and shall register the jobsite as the place of
business for the purpose of allocating local sales and use tax to the City.

during the term of this agreement, for which similar contract services are required. If such elevators
and aescalators are not currently on this bid by location, the City at its discretion, may request that the
Contractor provide similar services to elevators and escalators as would be provided to other elevators
and escalators of the same type and model and at the same or proportionate price. The additional
services(s) and amount of time necessary to compiete said service(s) is subject to agreement between

the City and the Contractor.

COOPERATIVE PURCHASING

if mutually agreeable to both parties, the use of any result contract may be extended to other
government agencies. It shall be understoed that all terms and conditions as specified herein shall
apply. The City of Sacramento will not be an agent, partner or representative of any other government
agency as it relates to this specification and is not obligated or liable, including, but not limited to,
payment for an order placed by any other government agency.

DISMISSAL OF UNSATISFACTORY EMPLOYEES

The Contracter shall only furnish employees who are competent and skilled for work under this
contract. lf, in the opinion of the City, an employee of the Confractor is incompetent or disorderty,
refuses to perform in accordance with the terms and conditions of the conlract, threatens or uses
abusive language while on City property, or is otherwise unsatisfactory, that employee shall be
removed from all work under this contract.

PRUG-FREE WORKPLACE POLICY

The City of Sacramento is committed to providing a safe workplace for its employees and citizens alike.
An essential part of this commitment is keeping the work environment free from drugs. In 1989, to
assist in the achievement of this end, the City established a Drug-Free Workplace Policy.

As a contractor doing business with the City, it is expected that your firm will also implement a drug-free
policy that informs your employees of the dangers and prohibition of drug abuse and that you will join
with the City in maintaining a drug-free workplace.

if, in the performance of work under this contract, any employee of the Contractor exhibits
unacceptable behavior that may be relaled to use of drugs or alcohol, the City reserves the right to
discuss the employee's behavior with the Confractor.  If the unacceptable behavior persists, the City
may require that the employee be removed from all work under this contract.

PAYMENT AND INVOICING

Each elevator, escalator or lift shall be invoiced separately and sent directly te the service location,
unless otherwise directed by the City. Invoices may be combined for sites with multiple elevators and/or
escalators, however, each elevator or escalator shall be itemized. Repairs and extra work shall also be
invoiced separately from regulary scheduled maintenance. Failure to submit invoices as prescribed
above will resuit in non-payment until invoices are corrected and shall not affect any prompt payment
discounts. Invoices which are confinually in error shall be grounds for termination of this contract.
Should any task for repair or maintenance exceed $25,000, Contractor will be required to submit
certified payroll and labor compliance documentation prior to requesting payment. Wher requesting
payment for tasks over $25,000, a pay request and schedule of values shall be submitted to the City
Project Manager.
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Standard billable hours shall be between Monday through Friday between the hours of 8AM fo 5PM.
Oiher billable rates for overtime work shall be billed at rates as specified in the most current contract of
the Intermnational Union of Elevator Constructors-Local No. 8.

For regular service work performed after regular working hours at the request of the City, the City will
only be responsible for the difference between contractors regular billing rate and the overtime billing
rate applicable for each overtime hour worked.

PURCHASE ORDER

1. A Purchase Order will be issued to the Contractor on behalf of the City organization{s) who will be
ordering items/services covered in the contract. The Purchase Order will be enclosed with the
resulting contract or will be issued shortly thereafter, and will become an integrai part of the
resulting contract. Each Purchase Crder will cite a specific dollar value to cover a particular item
or specified period of time. If a contract is for a specific period of time and exiends beyond the
close of the City's fiscal year of June 30th, a second purchase order may be issued.

2, The Purchase Order does not supersede any provision of the resulting contract. Performance
time and dates are defermined solely by the contract, and any modification thereto.

3.  Delivery of material and/or services are not 1o begin until receipt of the Purchase Order andfor
other notification by the City Project Manager. A Notice o Proceed is required for work orders
over $25,000..

WARRANTY {COMMERCIAL)

The Contracior agrees that the supplies or services furnished under this confract shall be covered by
the most favorable commearcial warranties the Contractor gives to any customer for such supplies or
services and that the rights and remedies provided herein are in addition to and do not limit any rights
afforded to the City by any other clause of this contract.

PREVAILING WAGE

Pursuant to Sacramento City Code Section 3.80.180, the Contractor and Subcontractors shall pay the
general prevailing rate of wages, including overtime and holiday Work, required in contracts for Public
Projects for the area in which the City is located, as said rates of wages are determined by the Director
of the Departmeni of industrial Relations pursuant to Labor Code Section 1773. The determination of
the Director of the Department of industrial Relations, in force at the fime the Reguest for Bid is
published, with respect to the general prevailing rate of wages in private employment in the City for
similar Work shall be binding upon the parties during the life of any Contract awarded. The Contractor
and Subcontractors shall be jointly and severally liable for each worker paid less than the general
prevaiiing rate of wages for any Work done under or by virtue of the Contract and shali forfeit, as a
penalty to the City, fifty dollars ($50.00) for each worker paid less than the general prevailing rate of
wages.

The Contractor shall insert in every subcontract provisions regarding rates of wages and hours of labor
identical with the provisicns set forth in the Contract.

Every Contractor or Subcontractor willfully violating the prevailing wage terms or provisions of the
Contract shall be deemed not to be a responsibie Bidder upon all future City contracts for Public
Projects.

Wage rates set forth are the minimum that may be paid by Contractor. Nothing herein contained shall
be construed as preventing Contractor from paying more than minimum rates set forth. No extra
compensation whatsoever will be allowed by City due to inability of Contractor to hire laber at minimum

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rates, or for payment by Contractor of subsistence, travel time, overtime, or other added compensation,
which possibilities are elements to be considered and ascertained to Contractor’s own satisfaction in
preparing the Bid.

If it becomes necessary to employ crafts other than those listed by the Director of the Department of
Industrial Relations, Contractor shall netify- ity immediately, and City will ascertain additional prevailing
wage rates and ihe rates thus determined shall be applicable as the minimum from fime of initial
employment of persons in such crafts. '

PAYROLL RECORDS

Every Contractor and Subcontractor shall keep an accurate payroll record and electronically submit the
following information, utllizing the City's LCP Tracker system, showing the name, address, social
security number, work week, and the actual wages paid to each journeyman, apprentice, worker, or
other employee employed in connection with the public project. Such records shall be certified and
available for inspection at ali reasonakle hours at the principal office of the Contractor in a manner set
jorth in California Labor Code Section 1776. Every Contractor and Subcontractor may be required to
file a certified copy of the records enumerated above with the City within ten (10) calendar days after
each pay period. The Centractor shall be held responsible for all subcontractors’ compliance with this
section.

CONTRACT PERFORMANCE INSPECTIONS

The City may retain the services of an independent elevator consultant to inspect the elevators and
equipment, inspect work areas, and evaluate the monthly service work performed and also to evaluate
repairs and operation of each piece of equipment covered under this maintenance contract. The City
will issue to the Contractor a list of any discrepancies reported by the consultant or after failure of a
State inspection. The Contractor shall fix the discrepancies within 15 calendar days from the date of
issue, unless other completion dates are agreed upon by the City. if the Contractor fails to correct the
discrepancies within the time allowed, and is given two notices of unsatisfactory performance in any
calendar year, this contract may be terminated.

RESPONSIBILITY OF CONTRACTOR

Contractor shall take respansibility for the work and shall bear all losses resulting to Contractor on
account of the negligence of the Contractor. Contractor shall be responsible for all work of
subcontractors and shall assume the defense of and indemnity and save harmless the City of
Sacramento and any of ifs officers and their agents from claims of any kind arising from the negligent
perfermance of this Contract by the Contractor or any of its subcontractors. Contractor shall not be
liable for injuries or damage to persons or property except those directly due to its own acis or
omissions, and the responsibility of the City for injuries or damage to persons or property while on or
about the equipment being maintained hereunder is in no way affected by this agreement. Contractor
shall not be liable for any loss, damage or delay caused by strikes, iock-outs, fire, explosion, thet,
floods, riot, civil commotion, war, malicious mischiefs, act of God or any cause beyond Contractor's
reasonable conirol.

Contractor shall in no case allow the performance of work by subcontract unless the subcontract has
been approved by the City Building Maintenance Superintendent, and in no case shall the use of
subcontractors in any way alter the position of the Contractor or its sureties with relation to its Contract
with the City of Sacramento. When a subcontractor is used, the responsibility for every portion of the
work shall still remain with the Contractor.

Coentractor shall obtain prior approvat of the City Building Maintenance Superintendent in writing for any
area or space required for the Contractor’s storage during operations. Materials, equipment, etc., shall
4
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not be piled or stored in any location which shall interfere with the conduct of the normat functions of
the building and/or facilities nor to constitute a hazard to persons or property Al required safety
precautions such as barricades, signs, danger signals, etc., shall be furnished and installed by the
Caontractor during operations.

Upon demand of the Gity Building Maintenance Superintendent, the Contractor shall comrect any
dangerous or hazardous situations that the City Building Maintenance Superintendent may indicate.
Contracter shall complefely protect against damage from either materials or equipment all surfaces,
equipment and facilities, adjoining its work, including, but net limited to, woodwork, walls and floors. All
repair or replacement costs resulting from this damage shall be borme by the Contractor. At the
conclusion of each day’s work, the Contractor shall remove refuse, debris or waste materials and leave
the premises in an orderly condition as required by the City Building Maintenance Superintendent.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

ELEVATOR SPECIFICATION
Scope

Contractor shail perform complete preventive maintenance service, repairs and call-backs on all
equipment listed in Exhibit 1 herein. Unless otherwise specified, maintenance service applies to
all parts of the elevator and escalator eguipment. All features of operation, control and
dispatching included in the original installation or as altered, shalt be functionally maintained.
Contractor shall make the necessary number of service inspections required to maintain and
repair alt elevators and escalators in accordance with the specification and in prime operating
condition using industry best practices at all times. Minimum frequency of regular service
inspections required is also shown in Exhibit 1. However, these are minimum requirements only
and are not limited and do not relieve contractor from the responsibility of providing the necessary
service time and visits to maintain equipment in accordance with these specifications. Minimum
times spent for maintenance and adjusting service inspections are listed in Exhibit 1. These are
job site times and do not include travel time. Sign in sheets may be required. Some equipment
may require service duties to be performed on a specific day or fime to accommodate building
tenants or traffic patterns. Any work not specifically mentioned, but which is needed to make the
work complete within the intent of these specifications, shall be performed without additional cost.
Any questions requiring interpretation or clarification of these specifications shall be referred to
the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative.

If during the term of the coniract; code changes are enforced by Statutory Authorities that affect
the scope of the confract, the Contractor shall negotiate with the City a legitimate cost adjustment
to the contract for the additional work required to meet the code changes applicable.

Work, Codes and Material Furnished

The Contractar shall furnish the following work and materials under this Contract conditions and
in compliance with Elevator Safety Orders of California Administrative Code. Title 8, Chapter 4.
Subchapter 6, applicable to the Group number of the elevators installed or altered at the date of
bids received by the City. Periodic inspections and periodic tests when applicable to the elevator
or escalator are to be included in this contract.

Contractor’s abilities and experience are to include:

® The contractor shall have at their disposal, kept in Sacramento, all necessary diagnostic
tools, manuals and equipment for complete maintenance, trouble shooting and adjusting
of alt of the various manufacturers and type of equipment covered by this contract.

. Satisfactory performance for contracts with similar proprietary controls requirements.

a Have the necessary facilites and plant, including parts inventory within reasonable
distance, or overnight delivery, to perform per the specifications.

e Have full understanding that all maintenance duties that shall be performed in strict
accordance with the city’s elevator maintenance contract.

Contractor shall;
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Furnish consumable supplies such as rags, cleaning materials, solvents, rope, preservatives, oll,
grease and other lubricants necessary to clean and lubricate the equipment as required,

Elevators: When required or necessary, adjust, repair or replace solid state controls and circuit
boards and provide programming as needed. Repair or replace as required, machine, motor,
generator and contreiler parts, including: generator, worm gears, thrusts, hearings, brake magnet
coils, brake shoes, brushes, windings, commutators, armature coils, contacts, resistance units,
magnet frames, sheaves, shafts, bearings, plungers, pumping plants, tanks, piping, operating
valves and all other mechanical parts.

Lubricate guide rails and, when necessary, repair or renew car guide shoes and rollers, counter-
weight guide shoes and roliers, adjust or replace worn belts and when necessary, equalize the
tension on all hoisting ropes; renew, when necessary all wire rope cables, and repair or replace
conductor trailing cables; replace fuses and indicaior bulbs in operating panels, stafions and
indicatars: renew, when necessary, wiring for shaftway door interlocks, and for push button and
cart operating stations.

Keep equipment pits and machinery spaces clean. The Gity will repair elevator pit sump pumps;
however, Contractor shall notify the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated
representative immediately by telephone, then in writing of any malfunction or standing water in
the pit. The elevator contractor shall provide a mechanic to access the elevator pit and standby
service while the repair work is being done to the sump pump.

Test the car emergency fighting, fire fighter operation per code, other emergency operating
devices and seismic operation on a monthly basis. Check car emergency telephones during each
service visit to confirm the operation of the telephone service to the designated answering site.

Perform inspections and tests of all safety devices, govemeors, buffers, etc. per State of California
Code of Regulations Title 8 Subchapter 6, Article 28 for GROUPS I AND [l CONVEYANCES.
Perform inspections and testing of GROUP IV conveyances per Title 8 Subchapter 6, Articles 41
& 42. Contractor shall promptly correct any defects that may be found during the testing and
examining of the safety devices and shall send a notice to the City Buiiding Maintenance
Superintendent or designated representative advising of the tests and corrections. Testing shail
be performed in the presence of the duly authorized City Representative and written reports of
the test results shall be provided.

Keep exterior of the machinery and any cother parts of the equipment that are subject to rust
properly painted and presentable at all times. Motor windings and controller coils are to be
pericdically treated with proper insulating compound.

Provide 24-hour emergency callback service for all equipment maintained hereunder at no
additicnal cost to the City of Sacramento.

Emergency callback shall consist of prompt response to requests from authorized representatives
for emergency services on any day of the week, at any hour of the day or night. An “emergency
call-back” is defined as any requirement to extract persons “trapped” in an elevator and/or to
restore equipment to normal operation between reqular service calls or “prompt response” is
defined as:

a. Thirty (30) minutes if people are “trapped” in an elevator,
b. Sixty (60) minutes for all other emergency callbacks,

Failure to meet the above times may be considered reason for termination, withholding of
payment, andfor hiring of another elevator contractor to complete the work at the current
contractor's expense. Cost for emergency service described herein shall be inciuded in the
monthly rate of the contract. If elevator car or equipment is damaged by fire rescue and the
elevator contractor response time is beyond the stated fime limits in this section then costs to
restore elevator to its original condition before damage by fire rescue shall be performed and paid
for by elevator contractor.

Contractor shall at all times, 24 hours per day, 7 days a week have a back up mechanic on stand-
by to respond to emergency call backs or necessary after hours repairs when the standby
mechanic does not respond.

Contractor shall guarantee that a member of their supervisory personnel regularly engaged in
inspection and supervisicn shall survey the condition of each elevator and escalator on an anpual
frequency to observe the quality of maintenance and to make certain that the quality of
maintenance meets the specified and intended standards. The Supervisor shall schedule each
visit with the Owner's Representative responsible for that building so that the Representative may
accompany the Contractors Supervisor. The Contractor's Supervisor shall prepare and issue a
detailed report of the condition of each elevator and escalator surveyed.

If any repairs are required by contractor that are deemed caused by vandalism or misuse then
proof of vandalism or misuse must be provided to City maintenance staff before work is
performed.

Performance
Contractor shall maintain guaranteed performance levels as specified herein.

Repairs or renewals necessitated by ordinary wear and tear only shall apply to this Contract, and
the Contractor shall not be reguired to make adjustments, repairs, or renewals necessitated by
reason of negligence on the part of others or by the misuse of the equipment. For any such
repairs, adjustments or renewals that are outside the scope of this Contract, the Contractor will
furnish a detailed cost estimate for the services and materials necessary to correct the deficiency.
If the repair proposal is acceptable to the City Building Maintenance Supermtendent a separate
purchase order will be issued.

The repair, refinishing or replacement of the following are not included in this contract: car and
hoist way enclosures, car and hoist way door panel frames and sills, power switches, power
wiring to the controller, underground hydrautic elevator cylinders and underground piping.
Replacement of car lighting fixtures, bulbs and their bailasts are the responsibility of the elevator
contractor, within the terms of the contract. The City will maintain a supply of light bulbs on each
premises for use by confractor.

Contractor shali not be respensible for replacement of obsolete parts, and shall contact the City
Building Maintenance Supervisor and demenstrate visually and with documentation that the parts
or equal parts are not available, prior to submitting costs to replace the parts. The Contractor will
furnish a detailed cost eslimate for the services and materials necessary to correct the deficiency.
[f the repair proposal is acceptable to the Building Maintenance Superintendent, a separate
purchase order will be issued.

On each visit to a building, prior to commencing work, Contractor or its employees shall nctify the
building manager or other designated representative of the City of their presence and intent to
work.

Alterations of Elevators or Escalators: During the term of the contract if the City elects {o make
major aiterations to an elevafor or escalator, the existing contractor and other selected
contraciors will be asked to provide bids for major alterations, based on specification document
prepared by the City's Elevator Consultant. Contract will be awarded to the Contractor whose bid
is in the best inferest of the City.

Equipment Performance

Operational performarnce standards for elevators maintained under this Contract are shown in
attached Exhibit 1. Performances shall be brought up to these standards and maintained at all
times during the Contract. In addition to performance standards called for in Exhibit 1, elevators
shall be kept in adjustment to pravide:

a Smooth starting and leveling without jars or bumps.
e Full-speed riding free of sway and vibration.
® Quiet operation of cars and doors.

Periodic checks of the condition and performance of equipment by the duly authorized City
Representative will be made. Any discrepancies shall be corrected and performances shall be
brought up to these standards and maintained at ail times during the Contract.

Gontractor shall also make adjustments tc deor waiting times, efc., fo suit building requirements
when so requested by the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated
representative.

Schedules and Records Required

Contractor will prepare and submit to the City Buildng Maintenance Superintendent or
designated representative, a schedule giving the projected dates for all inspections, lubrications,
adjustments, tests, cleaning, repairing and other mainienance activities for each unit to be
maintained.

These work schedules shall be designated for each type of equipment fo be serviced, such as
geared elevator, hydraulic elevators, and wheelchair lifts, and shall conform to the manufacturer's
recommended practice for the particular equipment concerned. The schedule shall show the kind
and frequency of service and |ubrications propesed by the contractor for the duration of the
contract.

Approval by the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative will be
required for the proposed work schedules. These records shall be the property of the City.

After approval of scheduies by the City Building Maintenance Superintendent, Contractor shall
keep these work schedules on display in each equipment room and perform regular maintenance
service in accordance therewith. Schedules posted shall be of the chart type, which shall be
initialed by the service worker when each scheduled inspection is performed.

Contractor shall alse maintain an accurate and detailed complete log of all work performed in
addition fo routine inspection at each lecation. These logs shall include any emergency calloack
service describing the nature of all complaints and its reselution. The logs shall be kept in the
equipment rooms at each location. These logs shall be the property of the City of Sacramento.

Contractor shall submit, with the monthly billing to the City as a basis for payment of claim for
services rendered, a monthly work sheet clearly indicating all work performed, scheduled or
unscheduled, and the hours worked. All forms required for the above schedules, work sheets,

callback records and performance reports must be approved by the City Building Maintenance
Superintendent or designated representative. All completed logs, schedudes and records become
the property of the City of Sacramento.

When requested by the city, the contractor shall submit a comprehensive quarterly report showing
actual measurements of operational performances of all elevators. Report shall be on a form
approved by the City and shall include brake to brake times, cycle times, door open and door
close lime, door waiting times, ride quality and other pertinent informaticn. Bi-annually, all
elevators are t0 be checked and adjusted by an elevator adjuster, as described herein, with a
written report submitted to the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated
representative, with a final report submitted during the final thirty (30) days of the contract. if it is
necessary to adjust an elevator on a more frequent time period, contractor shall abide by the
request from the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representaiive. Bi-
annual adjusters report will include but not be limited to:

s Using oscillescope or equal device, adjust acceleration, deceleration, leveling and other
necessary motor control functions.

s Clean and adjust all brakes.

e Adjust all load weighing devices, using test weights.

° Test and calibrate governors.

° Thoroughly evaluate and cerrect any problems with signal, dispatch or zoning circuiiry.

Note: Failure to comply with any reporting requirements stated in the Bid or required by
taw shall result in withholding of payment to vendor until all required reports are
submitted and approved by the City. (No exceptions)

Wiring and Construction Prints

All wiring and construction prints or diagrams of elevators covered under this contract are the
property of the City and upon termination of this Contract shall be delivered to the City Building
Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative.  Absolutely no changes are to be
made to the circuitry or mechanical systems without prior approval of the City Building
Maintenance Superintendent. Any changes without prior approvai may be considered a breach
of contract. All changes in circuitry made by the Contractor shall be properly recorded on the
diagrams, including date of change and name of person making same. |t is the responsibility of
the Confractor to maintain clean, legible, readable and accurate schematics and wiring diagrams
at aifl times. Prints and diagrams are to remain on the job site and are the property of the City.

All changes to diagrams and new diagrams furnished shall be mounted to hard board or masonite
and kept in the elevator machine room.

Existing straight line or schematic diagrams mounted on hard board or masonite (or cther simitar
type material) are fo be kept in good condition and repair so as to allow use of same. If
deterioration or damage is done to the above diagrams, the contractor shall supply at contractor’s
expense a new set in conformance with above and mount in elevator machine room.

Shutdown Procedure

Any elevator or escalator that is shut down for any reason shall be immediately reporied to the
City's duly authorized representative with full disciosure of probiem{s; and procedures being
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taken to reactivate the equipment. Should the shutdown he for an exiended period of time, the
City reserves the right to “pro-rate” the maintenance charge for the period of shutdown.

B. When the elevator or esgalator is shut down, Contractor shall place "Out of Order” signs at alt
enfrances to the elevator or escalator,

1.8 State of California Preliminary Orders

All repair/fmodifications, preliminary orders and tests issued or required by the State of Califomia
Elevator Inspector shall be completed within 10 working days of notification by the City
Representative. In event the Contractor does not complete the required repairs/modifications
within 10 working days; the City shall have {he option to contract with other elevator contractors to
complete the work and deduct such costs from the Contractor’s next monthly invoice for services.

2.0 ESCALATOR SPECIFICATIONS

2.1 Description

Contractor shall perform complete maintenance service on all equipment fo be maintained herein
as listed in Exhibit 1 attached. Unless otherwise specified, work applies to all parts of the
escalators and wiring including, but not limited to:

= Escalator machines, motors, brakes, brake lining, drive chains, novatex boards, bull

' gears, handrails, step and chain rollers and spindies, steps, step freads and risers,
sprockets, worms and gears, bearings and seals, comb plates, roilers and newels,
handrail guides, handrail boards, confrollers, internal lights, stop switches.

s Wiring, tracks, step and hand rail chains, and all structural members.

° Governors, contacts, fuses, lit switches, push buttons, safety switches, safety brushes,
and all other electrical control parts.

® All other signal and accessory devices, which are part of the escalator installations at the
time the bid for work is subrnitted.

2.2 Work and Materials Furnished

The Contractor shall furnish the foltowing work and materials under this Contract, in compliance with the
Elevator Safety Orders of the California Administrative Code, Title 8, Chapter 4, Subchapter 6 in effect at
the date of bids received and where applicable the testing and inspections sections of ASME A17.1.

A. Make the necessary number of inspections required to mainiain all escalators in prime-class
operating condition at all times. Minimum frequency of regular service inspections required as
shown in Exhibit 1, however, these are minimums only and do not relieve Contractor from the
responsibility of providing the necessary service visits to mainfain equipment in accordance with
these specifications.

B. tnspections shall include regular and systematic examination, adjustment, cleaning and
tubrication. All lubricants, cleaning materials, paint, cotton wasie and other related items shall be
supplied by the Contracter. Also, all necessary gear oil and chain lubricants shall be supplied by
the Contractor. All lubricants, gear oil and chain lubricants shall be of proper grade for the
purpose used. Escalator skirt panel clearances and safety switch clearances shall be maintained
per above referenced National Code. Inspect the condition of the skirt panel brushes and
replace, f unacceptably worn.
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Unless written authorization is obtained to the contrary from the City, all features of operation and
control included in the original instailation shall be maintained functional. All escalators are
regularly operated in either direction as passenger demands occur; contractor shall maintain and
test the escalafors to ensure their satisfactory operaticn in both directions.

At the beginning of this contract and annually thereafter for the term of this contract, the
Contractor shall provide a thorough inspection, cleaning, adjusting, and if necessary, repair of the
complete escalator unit. One-half (1/2) of the steps shall be removed, cleaned and inspected on
altermating year inspections, the steps shall be marked with year removed.

if cracks are discovered, they shall be corrected urgently per the manufacturers
recommendations. Lcose step freads or risers shall be tightened. Chipped or broken step treads
or risers shafl be replaced. Drip pans, tracks, trusses, and ali other accessible areas shall be
thoroughly cleaned. All step and chain rollers shall be examined, lubricated if applicable, and
replaced if unacceptably worn. When applicable, novatex boards shall be properly adjusted to
relieve pressure from the chain rollers.

All chains shall be checked for excessive wear, lubricated, and properly adjusted. Gear lubricants
shall be filled to proper levels. Check and adjust hand rail tension if needed. Clean and adjust
brake. Replace motor starter contacts when necessary. The brake shall be tested with full load
and, if necessary, adjusted for proper stopping distance per National code. Check and adjust all
safety switches to function as intended. A conditions and test evaluations report shall be provided
to the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative detailing the
condition, tests results, and corrections made to the equipment. For scheduling purposes, prior
approval by City representative must be obtained. Contract is based on doing escalator annual on
regular time; should overtime be required by the City, the City will only be responsible for the
difference between contractors regular billing rate and the overtime billing rate applicabie for each
overtime hour worked

Supply, repair, clean and replace all parts as required by wear and tear. Only parts correctly
designed and suitable in all respects shall be used. Contractor shall provide locally available
supply of spare parts adequate for said repair andfor services within a reasonable time. if in the
opinion. of the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative an
unreasonable amount of time is consumed in restoring normal service because of parts
procurement, payment for the month in which service is requested may be cancelled. Any parts
or equipment locally available wilt be purchased locally, if necessary to expedite the job.

Refinishing or replacing of escalator balustrade, panels and enclosures are excluded from the
provisions of the contract as are all power lines to the main escalator disconnect.

Exterior of machinery, motors, controls, and all other parts shall be cleaned, properly painted and
presentable at all times. Step freads and risers will be kept free from oil at all times.

Repairs or renewals necessitated by ordinary wear and tear due to operation of the equipment
apply to this confract. Contractor will not be required to make renewals or repairs necessitated by
reason of negligence or misuse of equipment by others than the Contractor or its representatives
and emplayees.

All broken or damaged comb plates shall be replaced as provided for in emergency call-back
service at no additional cost to the City. Comb tooth breakage will be considered normal wear
and tear. Resetting of comb impact switches during normal or afier normal business hours for any
reasons shall be at no cost to the City.
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Contractor shall not be required under this contraci fo install new attachments as may be
recornmended or directed by insurance companies or by governmental authorities.

On each visit to a building, Contractor or its employees shall notify the building manager or other
designated representative of the City of their presence and intent to commence work prior o
commencing such work.

At the option of the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative,
contractor shall at their cost, demonstrate at the start of contract and at 6 month intervals for any
nominated escalators, the no load condition, rated speed, and the verification that all safely
switches are correctly adjusted.

In the presence of the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated represeniative,
code required brake torgue testing of each escalator shall be completed at frequencies required
by Title 8 code or State ER&TU Preliminary Orders. The units shall be stopped and the sliding
distance accurately measured. Each escalator shall stop within the code required distances for
the escalator instalied.

The start of, and at least semiannually throughout the Contract, Contractor shall submit a
comprehensive report showing actual measurements of operational performances of all
escalators. All escalators are to be checked annually by an adjuster with a written report
submitted to the City Building Maintenance Superintendent. A final report must be submitied
during final 30 days of Contract. Reports shall peoint out discrepancies or irregularities in
operation and recommend solutions.

Contractor shail also make adjustments in scheduling to suit building requirements when so
requested by the City Building Maintenance Superintendent or designated representative.

In addition fo performance standards called for in Exhibit 1, escalators shall be kept in adjustment
to operate smoothly and quietly, and steps shall not teeter.

If any repairs are required by contractor that are deemed caused by vandalism or other outside

causes then proof of vandalism or outside cause must be provided to City maintenance staff
hefore work is performed.
