Additional information 

Mitigation Measure VIII-2 was previously amended to provide more flexibility in the 
design of the soundwall to achieve the City’s exterior noise level standards. This 
amendment was presented at the Planning and Design Commission hearing; 
however, it was inadvertently omitted in the City Council Staff Report Mitigation 
Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP).  

The revised mitigation measure is attached. The revisions provided do not change 
the conclusions of the environmental analysis. All impacts remain mitigated to a less 
than significant level. Staff and the applicant are in agreement with the amended 
condition.

Mitigation Measure VIII 2 
 

VIII 2 Prior to issuance of building permits for the single-family residences (proposed 
lots 1 through 21, included on the proposed tentative map), the applicant shall provide 
documentation acceptable to the City that the sound wall to be constructed along 
Highway 50 will be completed, at a minimum height of 8 feet, by the time of issuance of 
final building permits for the single-family residences.to achieve compliance with the 
City of Sacramento exterior noise level standards. The applicant shall provide a noise 
analysis prepared by a qualified professional that confirms the proposed sound wall 
height reduces exterior noise levels for the single-family residential lots to the City 
standard of 70dB. As an alternative, the applicant may provide Such documentation 
may consist of written confirmation from Caltrans prior to issuance of building permits 
that the sound wall has been included in a project design that is funded, designed and 
has a construction completion date that satisfies the requirements of this mitigation 
measure. Prior to certificate of occupancy the applicant shall provide written 
confirmation of completion of the sound wall construction.
