Description/Analysis

Issue: Long-term designs of public facilities are reviewed and approved by City
Council. A summary of the Southside Park Lake project history is included as
Attachment 1 (page 3) and an area map as Attachment 2 (page 4). Attachment
3 (page 5) shows the Southside Park Lake Master Plan.

Policy Considerations: Providing parks and recreation facilities is consistent
with the City’s strategic plan to enhance liveability in Sacramento’s
neighborhoods by expanding park and recreation facilities throughout the City.

Committee/Commission Actions: The Parks and Recreation Commission
supported the Southside Park Lake Rehabilitation Master Plan on April 6, 2006.

Environmentat Considerations: Environmental Services has reviewed the
proposed project and, on the basis of the whole record before it, determined that
there is no substantial evidence that the project, with mitigation measures as
identified in the initial study (Attachment 4, page 6), will have a significant effect
on the environment.






Rationale for Recommendation: The design of master plans is part of the Park
Planning process as referenced in the approved Parks and Recreation Master
Plan Update 2005-2010.

Financial Considerations: There are no financial considerations for approval of a
park master plan. Funding in the amount of $183,750 was allocated for the design,
project management, construction inspection, the site amenities, and the park
construction. The project was funded through a grant from the Habitat Conservation
Program ($83,750) and the Quimby Act Funds, Fund 710, Planning Area 1 ($100,000).

Emerging Small Business Development (ESBD): No goods or services are being
purchased in association with this report.

Attachment 1

Background

Southside Park Lake is located in Southside Park, a 19.9 acre neighborhood park
located at 2115 6 Street in Downtown Sacramento. Southside Park Lake has
increasingly been plagued with algae blooms and high levels of unwanted nutrients,
largely because of erosion, runoff, and poor water circulation. These conditions have
reduced the visibility into the lake and reduced the water quality. Urban fishing used to
be a popular activity at the park. Unfortunately, as the algae increased in the lake,
fishing decreased.

The aim of the Southside Park Lake Master Plan is to reduce erosion and pollution of
the lake while increasing the habitat value to encourage an increase in birds, butterflies
and other small creatures. The plan will be completed in more than one phase. Phase
| includes two new piers, two lawn areas, and restoration of the lake banks with a
variety of native shrubs, trees, ground covers, and grasses. The current chain-link
fence connecting the two northern most existing piers wili be removed and replaced
with an attractive three-foot tubular steel (wrought iron) fence. The new fence will be
located along the lakeside of the existing perimeter walk, except in two areas (one on
the west and one on the east side of the lake shore) where the fence will bump out from
the sidewalk and create a space of turf for relaxing. Signs that are currently at the lake
will be replaced with new signs.

A future phase of the lake restoration wouid continue the bank restoration with native
plants, replace the existing fence with a three-foot tube steel fence, relocate the fence
to the lakeside of the existing walk, include two additional new piers, and include three
additional turf bump outs. New acorn lighting could aiso be an option in a future phase.

Southside Park Lake Improvement Project (CIP# LK92) - This proposed project site is localed ona 20
+/- acre park sile, known as Southside Park, within the southem portion of the Cenlral City. The project is
within the Central City Community Planning Area, and the Southside Preservalion Area. The address of
the subject site is 2115 6™ Street Assessor's Parcel Numbers 009-0183-016 and 009-0121-001, The
proposed project includes the foliowing major components: Removal of harmiul invasive planls and algae
from the water so that the lake functions as a more vieble habitat for fish; Replacement, where
necessary, of the fencing cumrently sumounding the fake; Install bank stabilizing vegetation, such as
naturai wefland trees, shrubs, siabilization-materals-te-bo-comprsed-ofgoolexiile-ceirfabrig-and native
grasses-Afterthe-soirgeolexiie-has-beenfixed-to-the-bark-rosted-native-plants-can-be-installed-inle-the
fabrie; Consfruct new fishing access poinis comprised of decomposed granite; and Replacement of
existing signage around the lake regarding publc access, swimming and dumping regulalions.

The City of Sacrament, Planning and Building Department, has reviewed the proposed project and on the
basis of the whole record before it, has determined (hat there is no substantial evidence that the project,
with mitigation measures as identified in the atlached Inilial Sludy, will have a significant effect on the
environment. This Mitigated Negative Declaration reflects the lead agency’s independent judgement and
analysis. An Environmental Impact Report is not required pursuant to the Environmental Quality Act of
1970 (Sections 21000, et seq., Public Resources Code of the State of California).
