Course (OB66)

Recommendation: Adopt a Resolution: 1) Accepting L.M. Combs, as the lowest,
responsible bidder for the construction of the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility
(OB66), 2) transferring $400,000 from the City Facility Deferred Maintenance project
(CE21) to the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Facility Project (OB66); 3) awarding L.M. Combs
the construction contract for the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility (OB66) in an
amount not to exceed $701,590; and 4) authorizing the City Manager to execute the
construction contract with L.M. Combs Construction for the Bing Maloney Golf Cart
Storage Facility (OB66) for an amount not to exceed $701,590.

Description/Analysis

Issue: Staff is seeking approval to award a construction contract to complete
infrastructure upgrades and replace the existing goif cart charging and storage
facility at the Bing Maloney Golf Course. The formal bid process for the Bing
Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility was completed on September 13, 20086, and
a bidder has been selected based on the qualifications set forth by the City.

The new Golf Cart Storage Facility will include an upgrade to the existing
electrical service provided by the Sacramento Municipal Utilities District and
installation of a dedicated fire service water line to meet the fire protection needs
of the project and adjacent structures. Existing water service at the goif course
is provided by wells and pumps installed during the original construction of the
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golf course. The wells cannot provide sufficient water flow to meet current fire
protection requirements. The proposed Golf Cart Storage Facility will be buiit
immediately west of the existing maintenance yard operations, and is consistent
with the overall master plan approved for the golf course. Completion of the
project is tentatively scheduled for spring 2007.

Committee/Commission Action: None.

Policy Considerations: Sacramento City Code Chapter 3.60 identifies the
general guidelines for completing contracts for public projects and procedures for
bidding and issuing contracts over $100,000.

Providing a golf cart storage facility where electric golf carts may be secured and
charged will eliminate the need for gas operated golf carts. This action is
consistent with the City's strategic plan to enhance liveability in Sacramento's
neighborhoods.

Environmental Considerations: The Development Services Department,
Environmental Planning Services Division has reviewed the Bing Maloney Golf
Cart Storage Facility project and has determined that the project is exempt from
the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), pursuant
to Sections 15311 and 21080.21.

Rationale for Recommendation: The formal bidding process for the Bing
Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility was posted in accordance with City Code
Chapter 3.60 and Administrative Policy Instruction 48. The project was posted
and the bids were opened on September 13, 2006. Staff received five bids and
the results are listed below.

Pursuant to City Code Chapter 3.60.020, it was determined that L. M. Combs,
was the lowest responsible bidder with the base bid of $697,500, plus Add-
Alternate #1 for $1,980 to include steel bollards at the roli-up doors and Add-
Alternate #2 for $2,110 to include skylights. The improvements consist of the
following: construction of a 4,500 square foot cart storage facility and installation
of fire hydrant service to the site.

Financial Considerations: Sufficient funding is available within the City Facility
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Deferred Maintenance project (CE21) to approve the transfer of $400,000 to the Bing
Maloney Golf Cart Facility Project (OB66). Upon completion of the transfer of funds
from City Facility Deferred Maintenance project (CE21) there will be sufficient funding
available within the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility project (OB66) to award the
construction contract to L.M. Combs in an amount not to exceed $701,590.

Emerging Small Business Development (ESBD): The selection of consultants and
contractors for this project followed City established guidelines for inclusion of ESBD
firms. With an SBE/EBE percentage total of 41.9%, L.M Combs Construction and their
subcontractors are well above the City's goal of 20% ESBD rate.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Bing Maloney Golf Course is located in the southern portion of the City
immediately south of Executive Airport with access off Freeport Boulevard

In, 1997 the California State Air Quality Board established guidelines prohibiting
the further sale of gas operated golf carts.

City staff and the City's golf concession operators have complied with the
guidelines established by the California State Air Quality Board and all new golf
carts purchased by the City have been electric.

In order to maintain service to patrons at Bing Maloney Golf Course the Golf
Division has installed a temporary generator and charging station for a limited
number of golf carts until this project is completed. The California Air Quality
Board has issued a conditional permit for the generator contingent on the City's
completion of a permanent charging facility.

ACCEPT L.M. COMBS, AS THE LOWEST, RESPONSIBLE BIDDER FOR THE
CONSTRUCTION OF THE BING MALONEY GOLF CART STORAGE FACILITY
{OB66); TRANSFER $400,000 FROM THE CITY FACILITY DEFERRED
MAINTENANCE PROJECT (CE21) TO THE BING MALONEY GOLF CART FACILITY
PROJECT (0OB66); AWARD L.M. COMBS THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR
THE BING MALONEY GOLF CART STORAGE FACILITY (OB66) IN AN AMOUNT
NOT TO EXCEED $701,590; AND AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE
THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT WITH L.M. COMBS CONSTRUCTION FOR THE
BING MALONEY GOLF CART STORAGE FACILITY, (OB66) IN AN AMOUNT NOT
TO EXCEED $701,590.

(OB66) has been completed based on the qualifications set forth by the City.

C. Pursuant to City Code Chapter 3.60.020, it was determined that L.M. Combs, was
the lowest responsible bidder with a base bid of $701,590.

D. Sufficient funding is available within the City Facility Deferred Maintenance project
(CE21) to approve the transfer of $400,000 to the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage
Facility project (OBG66).

E. Upon completion of the transfer of funds from the City Facility Deferred Maintenance
project {CE21) there will be sufficient funding available within the Bing Maloney Golf
Cart Storage Facility project (OB66) to award the construction contract to L.M.
Combs in an amount not to exceed $701,590.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. L.M. Comb is accepted as the lowest, responsible bidder for the base bid
for the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility (OB66).

Section 2.  Transferring $400,000 from the City Facility Deferred Maintenance project
(CE21) to the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Facility Project (OBG6) is approved.
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Section 3. The construction contract for the Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility
(OB686) is awarded to L.M. Combs in an amount not to exceed $701,590.

Section 4.  The City Managel is authorized to execute the construction contract with

L. M. Combs for Bing Maloney Golf Cart Storage Facility (OBB6) in an
amount not to exceed $701,590.
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
