PARTIAL FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR ATTENDANCE CENTERS

BACKGROUND

A. The Sacramento Police Department, in partnership with the Sacramento City
Unified School District, the Sacramento County Department of Human
Assistance and several Community Based Organizations opened the Luther
Burbank Attendance Center as a pilot project in October 2006.

B. Preliminary results are indicating that the Center is being effective not only in
reducing truancy, but also in reducing criminal activity in the area surrounding
the school.

C. There is interest on the part of other schools and school districts within the
City to open other centers.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY
COUNCIL RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Provide partial financial support to operate up to three attendance
centers.

Section 2.  Increase the proposed FY2007/08 operating budget by 245,800 to
include these funds in the Office of Youth Development budget.

Section 3.  Unspent funds will be rolled over to the subsequent fiscal year
operating budget.
