Title: FY2007/08 Proposed Department of Utilities Operations and Capital
Improvement Budgets and Utility Rate Adjustments

L.ocation/Council District: Citywide

Recommendation: Adopt a Resolution to approve the expansion of the Customer
Assistance Program, and approve the Water, Sewer, and Solid Waste Fee and Charge
Report amendments that reflect a fwo-year increase for water use rates of 9 percent per
year, and a two-year increase for sewer 7.2 percent in year one and 6.0 percent in year two
and solid waste use rates of 8.2 percent in year one and 6.0 percentin year two for an overall
effective utility rate increase of 7.08% and 5.07% percent per year,

Staff recommends an intent motion to approve the FY2007/08 Utilities Operating Budget, as
amended, and the FY2007/08 Capital Improvement Program Budget and the 2007-2011
Capital Improvement Program (CIP) for Utilities, as amended.

Description/Analysis

Issue: This report provides information on the FY2007/08 Proposed Department of
Utilities Operating Budget including augmentations; FY2007/08 Proposed Utilities Capital
Improvement Program Budget, including amendments; FY2007-2012 Proposed Utilities
Capital Improvement Program; expansion of the Ulilities Customer Assistance Program;
and Water, Sewer, and Solid Waste two year rate adjustments. This report recommends
that the City Council adopt the resolution to approve the expansion of the Utilities
Customer Assistance Program and to increase the Water, Sewer and Solid Waste Fees
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and Charges as proposed in Exhibits A, B, and C effective July 1, 2007 and July 1, 2008.

Policy Considerations: The proposed FY2007/08 Utilities Operating and Capital
Improvement Budgets are balanced. Sacramento City Code, Sections 13.04, 13.08 and
13.10 allows the City Council to establish solid waste collection, water and sewer rates,
charges and fees by resolution. The proposed rate increases are consistent with the
City's mission to protect, preserve, and enhance the quality of life for present and future
generations in that the increase is necessary to maintain and improve vital services and
infrastructure. The proposed rate increases help to achieve the City's goals to improve
and expand public safety, achieve sustainability and livability; and expand economic
development throughout the City.

Rationale for Recommendation: Each year, Utilities evaluates customer's service
needs, reviews provisions of mandated programs and identifies current system needs
associated with operation and maintenance services. If additional revenues are needed
to provide the funding to support our mission, recommendations for rate increases are
made to the Sacramento City Council. This year, Utilities staff analyzed cost trends over
the last five years to identify major cost drivers. Five major cost drivers: labor, fuel,
electricity, chemicals and disposal fees account for 61% of the entire operating budget.
The trend analysis shows that these five cost factors increased an average of 7.8%
annually over the last five years. Similarly, construction costs over the same five years
have escalated 4% annually based on data compiled for the region (Engineering News
Report). When these cost drivers and construction increases are added to the entire
Department spending, the overall cost increase equals 4 o 5 percent. Even though the
costs have increased above inflation, the Department has been able to offset the
increases with efficiencies in Operations: Implementation of Swing Shift in Field Services,
Energy Savings through efficient equipment and time of use, and relocation of Field and
Solid Waste staff to North Area Corporation yard. This has resulted in proposed
increases of only 3 to 4% to maintain current operation and maintenance levels.

Financial Considerations: The FY2007/08 proposed operations base budget for the
Department of Utilities includes 732 FTE with a total budget of $133.3 million. The proposed total
operations budget including augmentations and amendments, will total $138.3 million which is an
increase of $7.5 million over the current FY2006/07 budget of $130.8 million. This increase
includes a budget augmentation of $6.8 million to address base budget issues and $701
thousand for 5 new full-time career positions and 4 limited term positions to address increased
workloads, reduce overtime costs, implement efficiencies and address new regulatory
requirements due to growth of the City and its infrastructure.

Proposed Capital Improvement Program Budget: Major repair and replacement of old,
deteriorated, and inadequate utilities infrastructure is necessary to address the significant
backlog of aging water, sewer, and drainage infrastructure. An Infrastructure Asset Management
Program has been developed to systematically address infrastructure criticality, condition
assessment and prioritized replacement timetables. Using this approach, Utilities developed an
efficient and cost effective five year infrastructure rehabilitation and replacement program.

The FY2007/08 Capital Budget for Utilities as presented in the 2007-2012 Proposed CIP totals
$23.7 million.

Waste Division and resulting reduction of cost support from the Solid Waste Fund to the
General Fund.

« Double BAP of Associate Engineer position.

« Backlog of deferred vehicle replacements.

. Addition of the water fund Wholesale Connection Fee improvements CIP for
improvements to Water infrastructure to meet the needs of providing water to other Water
agencies and are funded by Wholesale connection fees.

Proposed Rate Adjustments: The Department of Utilities is proposing a two year overall rate
increase of 7.08 percent effective July 1, 2007 and 6.31 percent effective July 1, 2008 for a
typical single-family customer. The proposed increases will result in approximately $9.9 million of
additional revenue, which will be used to offset costs related to inflation, increasing labor, fuel,
chemical, utility and disposal costs and help to fund capital Improvermnent programs.

The proposed EY2007/08 fee increase for water (metered and unmetered service) is 9 percent,
sewer 7.2 percent and solid waste services at 8.2 percent. The proposed FY2008/09 fee

increase for water (metered and unmetered service) is 9 percent, and sewer and solid waste
services at 6 percent.

The Department of Utilities is not proposing ah increase in storm drainage service rates. Since
Proposition 218 was enacted in November 1986, the Department has not proposed any rate
increases for the Storm Drainage Fund. A comparison chart of the City's proposed water, sewer,
and solid waste service fees and other local service providers is displayed in Attachment 16
(page 82-84).

As displayed in the comparison charts, the City of Sacramento proposed residential water rate is
the second lowest in the region, the proposed sewer fee is between the low and midrange and
the solid waste proposed fees fall between the midrange o high range due to the levels and
frequency of service we provide to our customers.

The Department continues to promote ways in which residents can save money on their monthly
Utility bill by switching to a smaller garbage can size. By properly recycling more, residents can
save 18% ($2.99) by switching from a 96 gallon trash container to a 64 gallon trash container; or
33% ($5.48) by switching from a 96 gallon trash container to a 32 galion trash container.
Additional savings can be achieved by switching to the City's voluntary containerized collection
service program for yard waste. Residents who would like to switch to this program are provided
a can to place their yard waste in each week. This program is not available in all areas;
implementation of the program is based on neighborhood interest.

The Department will soon re-implement its voluntary metered rate program. This program will
allow residents who currently have a meter installed and who have received a comparison bill for
their water use for at least a year to convert to a metered rate hill for their water service. Metered
rate billing will allow the resident to pay only for the water they use, as opposed to the flat rate.

Utilities Customer Assistance Program

The Department researched implementing a Utilities Lifeline Rate Assistance Program to aliow
customers who qualify a discount on their Utility Bill. The City Attorney’s office has determined
that such a program wotild violate the “cost of service” provision of Proposition 218.

in lieu of the Lifeline rate, the Department is proposing to expand the Customer Assistance
program administered by the Salvation Army. The Customer Assistance program has beenin
place since 2001, and allows citizens to donate tax deductible contributions to help the needy.
Each October, information regarding the program, and a pre-addressed envelope is included in
the monthly utility bill, which allows those who are interested to mail back their donation. The
Department is proposing 1o implement a marketing plan that will bring further awareness to the
Program, by increasing distribution of materials to monthly vs. annually, and reviewing other
ways o bring awareness to the program.

Background

The Department of Utilities provides and maintains water, sewer, solid waste and storm drainage
and flood control services and facilities. These services and facilities are provided for its
customers, the ratepayers of the City and are in place to safeguard the health of the public,
contribute to economic development and improve the quality of life in our Gity.

The Department of Utilities is an enterprise operation self-supported through fee and charge
revenues. The Department of Utilities consists of four enterprise funds: Water, Sewer, Storm
and Solid Waste. The FY2007/08 Proposed Operating Budget for the department totals $133.3
million and includes 732 full-time equivalent (FTE) positions. The proposed capital improvement
program budget totals $23.7 million.

Utilities Customer Assistance Program

The Department researched implementing a Utilities Lifeline Rate Assistance Program to allow
customers who qualify a discount on their Utility Bill. The City Attorney's office has determined
that such a program would violate the “cost of service” provision of Proposition 218.

In lieu of the Lifeline rate, the Department is proposing to expand the Customer Assistance
program administered by the Salvation Army. The Customer Assistance program has been in
place since 2001, and allows citizens to donate tax deductible contributions to help the needy.
Each October, information regarding the program, and a pre-addressed envelope is included in
the monthly utility bill, which allows those who are interested to mail back their donation. The
Department is proposing o implement a marketing plan that will bring further awareness to the
Program, by increasing distribution of materiais to monthly vs. annually, and reviewing other
ways to bring awareness to the program.

Levels of Service/Alignment

The Department of Utilities is committed to quality customer service by understanding and
identifying customer expectations and providing the levels of service necessary to meet those
expectations. The department's current levels of service (attachment 16, pg 68) are based on
core services that support and align with the key City Council focus areas of Public Safety,
Economic Development and Sustainability and Livability. Preparation of the Utilities budget is
focused on maintaining and meeting our levels of service and commitment to our customers.

Key performance indicators (quantifiable measurements) have been developed for our levels of
service that reflect the critical success factors of our organization and our commitment to our
customers. Qur department measures and evaluates our level of success by conducting
*Gustomer Satisfaction Surveys” and uses the "Balanced Scorecard” to track results.
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Accomplishments: In FY2006/07, in Utilities successfully completed the following
accomplishments

Implemented New Business Strategy: 1) identified Levels of Service by establishing a
comprehensive list of service targets and customer commitments for core service areas
(Water, Sewer, Drainage, Solid Waste, Master Planning, and Customer Service). 2)
Developed performance measurement indicators to measure service delivery and operational
performance. 3) Balanced Score Card: Realigned focus areas (Customer, Internal
Processes, Finance, and Employee Development) with City and Department strategy.

Completed phase 1 of South Land Park Main replacement project to replace old backyard
mains and provide water meters with minimal controversy.

Began providing commercial water service to County Airport and Metro Park per water
agreements.

Implemented City-wide Weekly Recycling Program to increase service levels and support
trash diversion goals.

Completed illegal dumping collection process improvements by reorganization of staff,
resources and processes to improve collection response time fo meet levels of service.

Achieved Water, Sewer, and Drainage service request goals by responding to 12,700 Water
service requests (2,000 during swing shift), 6,525 Sewer service requests, and 5,939
Drainage service requests with a 95% response rate within 30/60 minutes (business
hours/after hours).

Coordinated with SAFCA and Army Corps of Engineers to have two critical detention basins
in the South Area excavated at no charge to the City.

AMENDMENT TO THE CITY
OF SACRAMENTO FEE AND CHARGE REPORT TO ESTABLISH WATER,

SEWER AND SOLID WASTE SERVICE FEES AND APPROVE EXPANSION OF THE

UTILITIES CUSTOMER ASSISTANCE PROGRAM;

BACKGROUND:

A

Articles XIIIC and D of the California Constitution (Proposition 218) establish various
procedures for the approval of local taxes, assessments and property-related service
fees; and

For the imposition or increase of water, sewer and refuse collection service fees that
are “property-related fees” within the meaning of Proposition 218, Proposition 218
requires that a notice describing the proposed fee or fee increase and establishing a
date, time and location of a public hearing on the proposed fee or fee increase, be
mailed to the record owner of each parcel subject to the proposed fee or fee increase;
and

At such hearing (held not less than 45 days after the notice is mailed), Proposition 218
requires the agency proposing such fee or fee increase to consider all protests filed
against the proposed fee or fee increase, and prohibits the agency from approving the
proposed fee or fee increase if written protests against the proposed fee or fee
increase are presented by a majority of the owners of the affected parcels; and

On April 20, 2007, the City mailed a notice to all owners of property subject to the
City's water, sewer and refuse collection service fees, which notice: (i) described
proposed increases in these fees for all; (ii) provided the date, time and location of the
public hearing when these proposed fee increases and proposed new fee would be
considered for adoption by the City Council, and (iii) notified such owners of their right
to file a written protest against the proposed fee increases and proposed new fee with

the City Clerk at or before the time set for public hearing; and

. The City Council has held such public hearing, and has considered all protests against

the proposed fee increases and proposed new fee as well as al! testimony and other
information presented by City staff and members of the public.

F. Expand Customer Assistance Program which has been in place since 2001, which

allows citizens to donate tax deductible contributions o help the needy. Proposed
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G. expansion includes implementation of a marketing plan that will bring further

awareness to the Program.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

1.

Based on the testimony and other information presented fo it, the City Council hereby
finds that as of the date and time of the public hearing on this matter, the number of
written protests received by the City Clerk against the proposed two year increase in
the City’'s water, sewer, and solid waste (garbage, recycling and garden refuse and
street sweeping) service fees is less than a majority of the record owners of the
parcels that will be subject to the proposed increased water, sewer, and solid waste
service fees.

That, pursuant to Sections 13.04.720, 13.04.820, 13.04.920, 13.08.150, 13.08.160,
13.08.240, 13.08.270, 13.10.100, 13.10.440, 13.10.450, and 13.10.460 of the
Sacramento City Code, the City of Sacramento Fee and Charge Report is hereby
amended to include the water, sewer, and solid waste service fees and charges
attached hereto as Exhibits A, B and C to take effect for services billed on or after July
1, 2007.

That based on the information presented to it and upon ali information in the public
record, and in compliance with Public Resources Code Section 21080(b)(8), the City
Council finds that the increased water, sewer, and solid waste service fees are for the
purpose of.

a. Providing funds to meet operating expenses.

b. Permitting the generation of necessary cash flow to finance maintenance of the
utility system and meeting financial reserves requirements.

C. Permitting the purchase of necessary equipment for the system.
d. Being a source of funds for capital projects necessary to maintain the system.

Expansion of the Utilities Customer Assistance Program administered by the Salvation
Army is hereby approved.
