Description/Analysis

Issue: On May 23, 2008, the Mayor and City Council authorized the issuance of
approximately $150 million in bonds to fund the Community Reinvestment
Capital Improvement Program (CRCIP). The purpose of the program is to
reinvest in community projects citywide by providing either a loan or grant to local
projects. The Mayor and City Council awarded the Capital Unity Council (CUC) a
grant of $2 million to help fund the construction of the Capital Unity Center.

On July 25, 2006, the City entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
with CUC to disperse the $2 million grant. The MOU included policy directives to
ensure fiscal responsibility and accountability, project scope, budget, and a
schedule to disburse the grant funds.

Since the time the MOU was executed, two amendments are needed to reflect
the changes in the project. Both amendments are consistent with the policy
directives adopted by Mayor and Council on May 23, 2006. in addition, the
amendments have been approved by the CUC board, the Division of the State
Architecture, and the City's Preservation and Planning Commission.

Staff executed the first amendment to the MOU early this year to clarify and
further define disbursement dates It has since been determined that the
amended MOU should have been approved by Mayor and Council Thus, staff is
requesting Mayor and Council ratify this amendment. CUC requested this
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amendment because of the delays they experienced processing a permit with
the Division of the State Architect. This amendment extends the two scheduled
grant disbursement dates, pushing them out by 9 months (to November 30,
2007) and 8 months (to July 30, 2008), respectively. It also extends the project
completion date out by 5 months to December 1, 2008.

Staff is seeking Mayor and Council authority to execute the second amendment.
This amendment reflects the updated project scope and cost as well as project
milestones to disburse the second and third grant payment. While the first MOU
amendment moves out the dates for grant disbursement, we have found that
having milestones rather than dates is more realistic and efficient. As a result of
CUC working with DSA, it was determined that it would be more cost effective to
tear down the building and reconstruct it, instead of renovating it to meet DSA’s
requirements The new scope includes demolition and construction of a new
building and the estimated cost is $22.3 million instead of $6.4 million. The
construction cost is estimated at $13 million, of which CUC has secured $10.5
million. The remainder of the cost is the exhibits and furnishings.

Policy Considerations: The two amendments to the MOU are consistent with
the CRCIP policy directives approved by Mayor and City Council. CUC has
completed the preliminary work within 12 months from July 2006 and secured
fifty percent of the needed external funding for the project before the
disbursement of grant funds.

Rationale for Recommendation: The project continues to be in compliance
with the policy directives adopted by Mayor and Council to ensure fiscal
responsibility and accountability of the grant funds

BACKGROUND

A

On May 23, 2008, City Council authorized the issuance of approximately $150
million in 2006 bonds and adopted policy directives to ensure fiscal responsibility
and accountability in dispersing the bond funds.

The City Council awarded the Capital Unity Center (CUC) project a grant of $2
million for the construction of the project.

On July 25, 2008, the Mayor and Council adopt a resolution authorizing the City
Manager to execute an MOU with the Capital Unity Center.

CUC requested the first amendment because of the delays they experienced
processing a permit with the Division of the State Architect. The first amendment
to the MOU moves the grant disbursement dates out by 9 months (to November
30, 2007) and 8 months (to July 30, 2008), respectively. It also extends the
project completion date out by 5 months to December 1, 2008.

The second amendment is needed to reflect the updated scope and cost of the
project as well as set project milestones for grant dishursements

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  The first amendment to the MOU between the City of Sacramento and

Capital Unity Center, City Agreement number 2006-0794, is ratified.

Section 2. The City Manager or his designee is authorized to execute the second

amendment to City Agreement number 2006-0794.

SECOND AMENDMENT TO MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE CITY OF SACRAMENTO
AND THE CAPITAL UNITY COUNCIL
REGARDING A $2 MILLION DEVELOPMENT AND CONSTUCTION GRANT

The CITY OF SACRAMENTO and the CAPITAL UNITY COUNCIL, as
parties to that certain Memorandum of Understanding, City Agreement Number
2006-0794, dated July 25, 2006 ("MOU"), hereby amend the MOU as follows:

1} Section 1 of the MOU is amended to read as follows:

“Project Description. The CUC shall develop and construct the
Capital Unity Center to be located at 16th and N Streets in Sacramento,
California. The Project shall include the construction of a three-story
building. CUC shall construct and install building facilities, exhibits

and fixtures on the first and second floors of the building.  The first

floor exhibits will be open to the public upon Project completion.”

2) Section 2 of the MOU is amended to read as follows:

“Project Budget The cost of the overall construction and exhibit
fabrication for the Project is currently estimated at $22 3 million. This
MOU supports a portion of the Project estimated to cost $13.3 million
which includes construction of a three-story building and installation of
building facilities, and exhibits and fixtures on the first floor of the building.
As of the date of this amendment to the MOU, the CUC has secured
$10,451,250 million from the following sources. $2.2 million from the
California Cultural and Historical Endowment (CCHE), $2 million from the
City of Sacramento's CRCIP, a $1 million leadership gift from Morton and
Marcy Friedman, $1 million from the United Auburn Indian Community,
$1.1 million from AT&T, $1.5 million from the Rumsey Foundation,
$1.451,250 from CCHE, and $200,000 from various other donors.”

3) Section 4 of the MOU is amended to read as follows:

"Disbursement of Funding. City Bond funds will not be disbursed to the
CUC until 50%, or $2.2 million of external funding, whichever is greater, is
received by the CUC. The City will disburse Bond funds to the CUC in
three payments. The first payment of $1.2 million will be made within 20
days of execution of this MOU. This payment will allow the CUC to meet
the matching requirements of its CCHE grant. The second payment of
$400,000 will be made when the CUC begins construction. The third
payment of $400,000 will be made when fifty percent of the project is
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complete. The last two payments will be made when the City's Project
Manager determines that CUC has substantially met the milestones

identified in this section.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN

REGARDING A $2 MILLION DEVELOPMENT AND CONSTRUCTION GRANT

This memorandum of understanding {("MOU") is entered into as of

O/LJM A5~ . 2008, by and among the CITY OF SACRAMENTO, a
nicip8l corporation ("City"), and the CAPITAL UNITY COUNCIL {("CUC") a

nonprofit corporation.  The City and the CUC shall be referred to herein
collectively as the “Partles” and individually as “Party

RECITALS

This MOU is entered into by and between the Parties in consideration of
the foliowing:

On May 23, 2006, the Sacramento Cily Council authorized the 2006
Community Reinvestment Capital Improvement Program ("CRCIP"} The CRCIP
provides for the issuance of Capital Improvement Revenue Bonds ("Bonds”) to
fund various CRCIP community projects, Including the Capltal Unity Center

(“Project”)

The Project will serve as a community resource, a gathering place and an
educational institution for the study and celebration of diversity and unity. The
Project will include library and research facilities, as well as exhibits on broad-

based social issues

The Parties anticinate that the development and constructian of the
Project will occur over a period of years and require considerable public and
private resources. Therefore, the long-term and unified commitment to the
Project by the Parties as stakehalders is crucial.

In order to ensure fiscal responsibility and accountability in the
management of the CRCIP and the Project, the City Council has adopted six
policy directives regarding the use of Bond proceeds These directives state:

1 Preliminary Worl: Projects that have not begun prefiminary work
which may include acquisition, community outreach, environmental,
design, etc. within twelve (12) months of July 1, 2008, wil be
reassessed for continued funding or substitution of other projects

2. External Funding Sources: City bond funds will not be advanced
until such time that fifty percent (50%) of the needed exiernal

funding is achieved
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Grant Funds: Agreements or MOUs with grantee organizations
should be put in place to ensure project objectives will be met
before funding is awarded.

General Fund Loans: Loan or Development Agreemenis with
grantee organizations must be put in place prior to award of
funding

Contingency: Contingency is earmarked for Tier 1 construction
projects and should not be reprogrammed to Tier Il or other
projects until assurance can be made that all Tier | projects have
suffictent funding to be completed; and the contingency can be
reduced at the time of bond sale of an amount not less than twelve
percent (12%) of the Tier | projects that have a contingency, if such
reduction is necessary to maintain project funds for all Tier |
projects originally approved by City Council  City Council must
approve all use of contingency.

Bond Proceeds Management: The City Treasurer's Office will
report back to City Council semi-annually on the avaliability and
programming of investment earnings and the status of projects as
they relate to compliance with tax-exempt regulations and Policy
Directives, and City Council authorize the use of invesiment
garnings from the 2006 CIRB (excluding the SHRA component)
unspent lease revenue bond funds to restore all Tler | projects
should interest rates increase prior to the bond issue and a
reduction in contingency funds previously described not be
sufficient to offset the loss of project funds due to polential interest
rate increases

The Parties enter into this MOU for the purpose of completing the Project

in accordance with the directives, objectives and goals of the City as stated
herein Accordingly, and in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
contained herein, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

Project Description. The CUC shall develop and construct the Capital

Project Budget. The cost of the Project is currently estimated at

Community, and $200,000 from various other donors

City Funding. The City agrees to provide $2 million 1o the CUC for the
cost to develop and construct the Project (“Project Costs"). Project Costs
shall mean and include costs related to all contracts for the construction of
the Project, and costs associated with ali other contracts for professional
and other services necessary, in the City's judgment, to implement and
complete construction, together with all planning and design costs Project
Costs also shall include, but not be limited to, the englneering estimates
and the Project elements included therein, construction inspection fees,
and whichever of the following costs or fees, if any, may be applicable:
environmental documentation (whether prepared by outside consultants or
City staff), Clty project administration, plan check and inspection fees.

Disbursement of Funding. City Bond funds will not be disbursed to the
CUC until 50%, or $2 2 million of external funding, whichever is greater, is
received by the CUC The City will disburse Bond funds {o the CUC in
three payments The first payment of $1.2 million will be made within 20
days of execution of this MOU  This payment will allow the CUC to meet
the matching requirements of its CCHE grant. The last two payments will
be made on the following dates, subject to the City's Project Manager's
determination that CUC has subslantially met the Project schedule and/or
has reached identified Project milestones. The second payment of
$400,000 will be made on or before February 28, 2007 The third
payment of $400,000 will be made on or before November 30, 2007

Project Completion. CUC shall complete the Project by June 30, 2008.

Project Construction. Construction contracts shall include: (i) provisions
mandating compliance with all requirements applicable to the construction
of a "public project” under the Sacramento City Code, as well as all other
applicable laws and regulations, including without limitation the payment of
prevailing wages and compliance with all applicable provisions of the
Americans With Disabilities Act; and (ii) bonding, insurance and indemnity
provisions as may be required by the City. All work shall be performed in
a good and worker like manner, shall substantially comply with any plans
and specifications approved by the City, and shall comply with all
applicable governmental permits, laws, ordinances, and regulations CUC
shall obtain building permits for the Project

CUC Reporting Requirements. CUC shall submit the following reports to
the City's Project Manager in both written and electronic forms:

A Project budget prior to funding of the Project by the City and no
later than July 25, 2006.  Thereafter, a monthly Project budget
report by the 15™ of each month for the preceding month.

B Project income and expense statemenis in conformance with
generally accepted accounting principles by the 16" of each month

Semi-annual Project status reports, including a brief narrative of
activities, due on the first day of January and July of each year.

D. Final Project status report, including photographs of completed
Project and proof of payments to be submitted within 30 days of
Project completion

Maintenance and Inspection of Records. Bond funds shall be used for
the Project only and for which there shall be a separate accounting by
CUGC. During performance of this MOU, and for a period of three (3) years
after completing the Project, CUC shall maintain all accounting and
financial records related to the Project and this MOU and shall keep and
make such records available for inspection and audit by representatives of
the City upon reasonable written notice.

Licenses, Permits, Etc. CUC represents and warrants that CUC has all
licenses, permits, City Business Operations Tax Certificate, qualifications,
and approvals of whatsoever nature that are legally required for CUC to
perform the terms of this MOU. CUC represents and warrants that CUC
shall, at its sole cost and expense, keep in effect or obtain at all times
during the term of this MOU any licenses, permits, and approvals that are
iegally required for CUC to provide such performance

Indemnity and Hold Harmless.

A. Indemnity; CUC shall indemnify and save harmless, City, its officers
and employess, and each and every one of them, from and against
all actions, damages, costs, liability, claims, demands, losses,
judgments, penalties, costs and expenses of every type and
description, including, but not limited to, any fees and/or cosis
reasonable incurred by City's staff attorneys or outside attorneys
and any fees and expenses incurred In enforcing this provision
(hereafter collectively referred fo as “Liabilities”), to the extent such
Liabilities are caused by or arise from any negligent act or
omission, recklessness or willful misconduct of CUC, its
confractors, subcontractors or agents, and their respective officers

Other Insurance Provisions

The policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following
provisions:

(1) Except for professlonal iiability, CUC’s insurance coverage
shall be primary insurance as respects City, its officials,
employees and volunieers. Any insurance or self-insurance
maintained by City, its officials, employees or volunieers
shall be in excess of CUC's insurance and shall nol
confribute with it

(2)  Any failure to comply with reporting provisions of the policies
shall not affect coverage provided to City, its officials,
empioyees or volunteers.

(3) Coverage shall state that CUC's insurance shall apply
separately to each insured against whom claim is made or
suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of the
insurer’s liability

Neither party, nor any of ils agents, contractors or
employees are or shall be considered to be the agents of any other party
in connection with the performance of any of act under this MOU

No Partnership Relationship. It is understood and agreed that CUC is
an independent organization and that no relationship of employer-
employee, partnership or join{ venture exists between the Parties hereto
for any purpose whatsoever Except as expressly provided in this MO,
CUC and CUC's personnel shall have no authority, express or Implied, to
act on behalf of City in any capacily whatsoever as an agent, nor to bind
City to any obligations whatsoever City shall not control the activities of
CUG, and City and Gity's personnel shall have no authority, express or
implied, to act on behalf of CUC in any capacily whatsoever as an agent,
nor to bind CUC to any obligations whatsoever.

Ownership of Project. City and CUC acknowledge that the completed

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE CITY OF SACRAMENTO
AND THE CAPITAL UNITY COUNCIL
REGARDING A $2 MILLION DEVELOPMENT AND CONSTUCTION GRANT

The CITY OF SACRAMENTO and the CAPITAL UNITY COUNCIL, as parties to
that certain Memorandum of Understanding, City Agreement Number 2006-0794,
dated July 25, 2006 (“MOU"), hereby amend the MOU as follows:

1} Section 4 of the MOU is amended to read as follows:

"Disbursement of Funding. City Bond funds will not be disbursed to the CUC
until 50%, or $2.2 million of external funding, whichever is greater, is received by
the CUC. The City will disburse Bond funds to the CUC in three payments. The
first payment of $1.2 million will be made within 20 days of execution of this
MOU. This payment will allow the CUC to meet the matching requirements of its
CCHE grant. The last two payments will be made on the following dates, subject
to the City's Project Manager's determination that CUC has substantially met the
Project schedule and/or has reached identified Project milestones. The second
payment of $400,000 will be made on or before November 30, 2007. The third
payment of $400,000 will be made on or before July 31, 2008."

2) Section 5 of the MOU is amended o read as follows:

"Project Completion. CUC shall complete the Project by June 30, 2009."
