APPROVING INCREASED PARKING TIME LIMITS IN THE
OLD SACRAMENTO HISTORIC DISTRICT

BACKGROUND

A. In November 1999, the City Council was presented with a three-year pilot program
to control the parking on the streets of the Old Sacramento Historic District.

B. Parking meters were installed and became operative in the Old Sacramento
Historic District in April 2001. On-street parking time limits were established at 45
and 90 minutes.

C. The Old Sacramento Business Association and the Historic Old Sacramento
Foundation recently made a request to increase the parking time limits to two-
hours.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Remove the existing 45 and 90-minute parking restrictions in the Old
Sacramento Historic District.

Section 2. Establish a two-hour parking time limit on the streets within the Old
Sacramento Historic District:

L Street, both sides, Front Street to 2" Street.

K Street, both sides, Front Street to 2" Street.

J Street, both sides, front to 2" streets.

| Street, south side, from the front/2™ Street alley to 2nd Street.
Front Street, east side from Neisham Circle to J Street.

Front Street, west side, from 200 feet south of L Street to J Street.
2" Street, both sides from | to L Streets.
