SUBJECT:  Proposed Rezoning of State Printing Plant (SPP) Parcel in the
River District Specific Plan (RDSP)

Dear Commissioner Yee:

Thank you for the opportunity for the California Department of General Services (DGS) to
convey comments to the Planning Commission regarding the RDSP’s proposed zoning changes
to the parcel on which the SPP is located.

Over the past 50 years the SPP, Office of State Publishing, has been housed on

17+ acres of State-owned property located within the boundaries of the RDSP at the
intersection of North 7™ Street and Richards Boulevard (Site). The parcel on which the Site is
located is currently zoned for Manufacturing (M-2) however, the RDSP to be incorporated into
the amended 2030 General Plan is proposing to change portions of this State parcel to
Residential Mixed Use (RMX) and Multi-Family (R-5) zoning.

The State has plans for future development of the Site with office buildings to consolidate
approximately one million net square feet of office space, as shown on the attached Exhibit A
that reflects the conceptual massing from a 2008 study prepared for the DGS to assist with
planning for the State’s future office space needs. Although R-5 zoning allows for office building
construction, the DGS understands RMX zoning restricts office space development to ground
floor level only. As evidenced by Exhibit A, in combination with the RDSP’s proposed new street
grid that will dissect the Site, a partial RMX zoning would preclude the State from realizing the
full potential of this property.

Additionally, should the State decide to sell the land, or the buildings that are ultimately built on
the Site, the zoning will reduce the overall value of the property. Clearly from a real estate
standpoint, the DGS finds the highest and best use of the property is for development as office
space.

Lastly, the proposed City building height limits in the RDSP do not appear to be consistent with
those identified in the 2008 study prepared for the DGS that were based on the Draft Railyards
Design Guidelines. The study presents the conceptual building’s height at 390 feet. The
proposed new height limit could impede the State’s use of this property for future development
projects.
